O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station, I.P Estate, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt Jyoti, r/o- House No.O-97, Mangolpuri, Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Lok Nayak Hospital, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s husband Shri Kuldeep Singh, resulting in his death on 28.06.2020. 
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 16th November, 2023 is reproduced herein below:-
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from police station, I.P Estate, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt Jyoti, R/o- House No.O-97, Mangolpuri, Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Lok Nayak Hospital, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s husband Shri Kuldeep Singh (referred hereinafter as the patient), resulting in his death on 28.06.2020. 

The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police, copy of complaint, written statement of Dr. Suresh Kumar, Medical Director, Lok Nayak Hospital including the Report of Fact Finding Committee of Lok Nayak Hospital, copy of medical records of Lok Nayak Hospital and other documents on record.

It is noted that patient Shri Kuldeep Singh a 25 years old male, was admitted on 26.06.2020 in Dr. Baba Saheb Ambedkar Hospital with complaint of shortness of breath with cough for two days and fever from one day. Chest x-ray was suggestive of bilateral lower pneumonia. On examination the patient was conscious, oriented, BP-118/80mmHg, PR-90/min, afebrile, SPO2-90% on room air and RBS-198/mg/dl. Respiratory examination showed bilateral decreased air entry with cardiovascular and neurological examination within normal limits. He was diagnosed as case of bilateral pneumonia with SARI. He was treated conservatively with inj. Piptaz, inj. Azee, Tab. Doxy, Tab. Ivermectin, Tab. Vit. C, Inj. Clexan, Inj. Pantop, RBS charting was done. His COVID-19 test was reported to be positive on 27.06.2020. He was referred to Lok Nayak Hospital. He was admitted in Lok Nayak Hospital on 27.06.2020. In Lok Nayak Hospital on assessment he was found to be conscious, oriented with BP-118/82, PR-90/min, SPO2-56% on oxygen, respiratory rate-24/min. His general condition was noted to be sick. His chest x-ray showed bilateral pneumonia, since no ICU bed was available patient was admitted in ward. Patient was managed conservatively, for bilateral pneumonitis with SARI with COVID positive status. He was started on highflow oxygen along with injection tazact, injection Levolox, injection Pantop, injection Dexa, injection clexane and rest of supportive treatment. However, his condition continued to deteriorate. He succumbed to his illness at 12.45am on 28.06.2020. 
It is observed that under the prevailing conditions, the patient was treated as per standard treatment guidelines for Covid positive /severe acute respiratory illness, which carried a guarded prognosis. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Lok Nayak Hospital, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s husband Shri Kuldeep Singh. 

Matter stands disposed.
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 16th November, 2023 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 08th December, 2023.
