O R D E R 

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Vijay Bhatia, 5B/26, Tilak Nagar, New Delhi-110018, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of BLK Super Specialty Hospital, Pusa Road, New Delhi-110005, in the treatment administered to complainant.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 03rd January, 2024 is reproduced herein below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Vijay Bhatia, 5B/26, Tilak Nagar, New Delhi-110018, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of BLK Super Specialty Hospital, Pusa Road, New Delhi-110005, in the treatment administered to complainant.   
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Atish Sinha Medical Superintendent of BLK Max Super Speciality Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Puneet Girdhar, copy of medical records of BLK Max Super Speciality Hospital and other documents on record. 
It is noted that the complainant Shri Vijay Kumar Bhatia 68 years old male  with Type II diabetic was diagnosed as a case of D7-8 spondylodiscitis with epidural collection with Bladder and Bowel involvement with ASIA grade C neurology. He underwent a surgical procedure of posterior dorsal spine fixation and stabilization and decompression(laminectomy and discectomy), D6 to D10 vertebrae and D3 laminectomy with spinal osteotomy and fusion with autologous bone grafting with transpedicular biopsy under GA done on 13.13.2021 after written informed consent. The surgery was performed by Dr. Puneet Girdhar. Post surgery there was some neurological improvement, wheel chair mobilization was done and physiotherapy was started. Dressing was done and wound was noted to be healthy. The patient was discharged on 17.03.2021 on medication, which included antitubercular treatment and antibiotics. The patient followed up in OPD of BLK Hospital till 30.12.2021. It is noted that the patient had also consulted Indian Spinal Injuries Centre on 14.12.2021 for complaint of stiffness and weakness both lower limbs and girdle pain. Histopathological examination report of granulomatous inflammation no neoplastic pathology and culture report negative for all organisms is reported for ISI Centre.  
The patient thereafter, consulted AIIMS for complaint of difficulty in walking and pain in the back. He was diagnosed as a case of Dorsal Myelopathy and treated accordingly. He has also consulted with doctors of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital where it was noted that there was gradual improvement of motor and urinary complaints. The NCV study revealed Large fibre sensorimotor mixed axonal and demyelinating polyneuropathy. 
It is observed that in the present case of spondylodiscitis with epidural collection in a diabetic patient, the surgical procedure was warranted and was done as per standard protocol and accepted professional practices for such cases, by the doctors of BLK Hospital. The surgery was done under informed consent wherein the complications viz. infection, bleeding, CFS leak, dural leak, neurology worsening of motor, sensory bowel bladder are mentioned. Further in the post surgery follow-up at AIIMS no complications of surgery is noted, infact neurological recovery was noted at various hospital including Fortis and Sir Ganga Ram Hospital. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of BLK Super Specialty Hospital, Pusa Road, New Delhi-110005, in the treatment administered to complainant. 

Complaint stand disposed.
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 03rd January, 2024 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 21st February, 2024.
