O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from police station Madhu Vihar, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Sarita r/o D-74B Street No. 03, Laxmi Nagar, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Max Super Specialty Hospital Patparganj, Delhi-110092, in the treatment of complainant’s mother Smt. Shanta, resulting in her death on 27.05.2023.    
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 20th November, 2023 is reproduced herein below:-
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from police station Madhu Vihar, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Sarita r/o D-74B Street No. 03, Laxmi Nagar, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Max Super Specialty Hospital Patparganj, Delhi-110092, in the treatment of complainant’s mother Smt. Shanta, resulting in her death on 27.05.2023.

The Executive Committee perused the representation of Police, copy of complaint, joint written statement of Dr. V.K Nakra, Dr. Priyadarshini Borah and Dr. Nidhi Saxena, Medical Superintendent, Max Super Specialty Hospital, copy of medical records of Max Super Specialty Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee noted that the patient Smt Shanta, 74 years female was a known case of diabetes mellitus, hypertension, haemorrhoids, obstructive Jaundice presented to Max Super Specialty Hospital on 26.05.2023 with nausea, decreased oral intake, restlessness and generalized weakness and yellowish discoloration of sclera skin and mucous membrane . Patient was evaluated and was found to be in shock. ABG showed acidosis. CBC showed severe sepsis. The patient was managed with antibiotics and inotropes and investigations revealed severe sepsis. Ultrsound showed choledocholithiasis with cholelithiasis. As per treatment records patient was managed appropriately according to her clinical condition and considering her advance co-morbidities, treatment provided was adequate.

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Max Hospital in the treatment of complainant’s mother Smt. Shanta.

Matter stands disposed.
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 20th November, 2023 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 08th December, 2023.
