O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Shambhu Sah, Shahi Exports Pvt. Ltd., A-5, Hosirey Complex, Phase-II, Noida, Uttar Pradesh, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Abhinav Gupta, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s daughter baby Surabhi Kumar at Jain Hospital, 177, 178, Jagriti Enclave, Vikas Marg Extension, Delhi-110092.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 6th May, 2013 is reproduced hereinbelow :-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Shambhu Sah, Shahi Exports Pvt. Ltd., A-5, Hosiery Complex, Phase-II, Noida, Uttar Pradesh (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Abhinav Gupta, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s daughter baby Surabhi Kumar (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Jain Hospital, 177, 178, Jagriti Enclave, Vikas Marg Extension, Delhi-110092 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Abhinav Gupta, Dr. (Major) Sanjeev Kumar Goswami, Medical Superintendent, Jain Hospital and copy of medical records of Jain Hospital.

The Executive Committee observed that the patient was brought to the said Hospital with alleged fall from height. Following which the patient has LOC, recurrent  vomiting,  swelling over head and painful restriction of movement

of left lower limb. The patient was managed by team of doctors including neurosurgeon, neurologist and orthopedic surgeon. The patient was first given conservative therapy and POP cast was applied in her fractured left lower limb.  On 22nd February, 2012, the patient had deterioration in GCS and CT showed some changes.  It is the contention of the treating doctor that based on those changes, the patient was operated upon.  During the course of treatment, the patient had complications which the treating doctor has attributed to the patient’s poor general and nutritional conditions.  The patient was discharged and readmitted on 15th March, 2012 and operated for cranioplasty. The patient was discharged 20th March, 2012 again and is attending a higher Medical centre.

In light of the above, it is observed that the patient was treated at Jain Hospital as per accepted professional practices in such case, hence, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Abhinav Gupta, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s daughter baby Surabhi Kumar at Jain Hospital.
Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 6th May, 2013 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 28th May, 2013.
