O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Smt. Hema Chauhan, r/o, 58 Purana Roshanpura, Najafgarh, Delhi-110043, forwarded by the Chief District Medical Office (East District), Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Nupur Pagore, in the treatment administered to the complainant.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 20th May, 2013 is reproduced hereinbelow :-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Smt. Hema Chauhan, r/o, 58 Purana Roshanpura, Najafgarh, Delhi-110043 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Chief District Medical Office (East District), Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Nupur Pagore, in the treatment administered to the complainant.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint and other documents provided, written statement of Dr. Nupur Pagore and Medical Superintendent, Malik Radix Healthcare Pvt. Ltd., medical records of Malik Radix Healthcare and other documents on record. 

The Executive Committee noted that the complainant Smt. Hema Chauhan received treatment from Dr. Nupur Pagore for infertility was diagnosed as a case  of  PCOD  with  hypothyroidism.   The  complainant  got  pregnant  and 
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continued for antenatal checkups. Ultrasound report dated 3.3.2012 showed two gestational sacs, one extrauterine and one intrauterine.  Repeat ultrasound also confirms two gestational sacs.  The complainant was admitted for Diagnostic Laparoscopy which was performed under GA on 4.3.2012 which showed congested and enlarged left mesosalphinx, enlarged ovarian cyst, uterus bulky, right ovary normal.  Level II USG showed absent nasal bone and increased nuchal translucency for which patient was advised PAPP-A test.  

The Executive Committee observed that Dr. Nupur Pagore performed diagnostic laparoscopy on the complainant, on the basis of ultrasound report, which is a right procedure.  The complainant was discharged in good condition.
In  light  of  the  above,  it  is  the  decision  of  the  Executive  Committee that  prima-facie  no  case  of  medical  negligence  is  made  out  on  the part of Dr. Nupur Pagore, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Malik Radix Healthcare.
Complaint stands disposed.” 
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 20th May, 2013 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 28th May, 2013.
