O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Smt. Reena Devi, Village & P.O. Makwa,Bhaya-Sultanganj, Distt. Munger, Bihar–813201 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Nephrine Kidney Care & Dialysis, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s husband late Sanjay Kumar (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Nephrine Kidney Care & Dialysis, H-2, Haus Khas, New Delhi-110016, resulting in his death on 27.7.2012.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th September, 2013 is reproduced hereinbelow:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Smt. Reena Devi, Village & P.O. Makwa,Bhaya-Sultanganj, Distt. Munger, Bihar–813201 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Nephrine Kidney Care & Dialysis, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s husband late Sanjay Kumar (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Nephrine Kidney Care & Dialysis, H-2, Haus Khas, New Delhi-110016, resulting in his death on 27.7.2012.

The Executive Committee noted that in the written statement submitted by Nephrine Dialysis Centre, it is averred that the patient’s brother Shri Binay Kumar had taken away the patient file of Shri Sanjay Kumar, maintained by the Centre without the knowledge and consent of the staff and did not return the same and in this regard a complaint has been registered at Hauz Khas Police Station vide D.D. No. 39B of 28th July, 2012.

The Executive Committee further noted that inspite of three notices having been sent to the complainant asking her to provide all the medical records pertaining to the treatment administered her husband late Sanjay Kumar, the complainant has failed to provide the relevant records to the Delhi Medical Council. In view of the same, the case is dismissed for non-prosecution.”  
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th September, 2013 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 9th October, 2013.
