The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Ms. Daiszy Yadav r/o. 113, Sanjay Enclave, DDA LIG Flat, Opp. GT Karnal DTC Bus Depot, Makarba Flyover Chock, GTK Road, Delhi–110033 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. S.S. Kanodia, in the treatment administered to the complainant.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 20th May, 2013 is reproduced hereinbelow :-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Ms. Daiszy Yadav r/o. 113, Sanjay Enclave, DDA LIG Flat, Opp. GT Karnal DTC Bus Depot, Makarba Flyover Chock, GTK Road, Delhi–110033 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. S.S. Kanodia, in the treatment administered to the complainant.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint and copy of medical records supplied by the complainant.

The Executive Committee observed that the complainant, Ms. Daiszy Yadav, 17 years female was admitted in Santom Hospital, D-5 & 6, Prashant Vihar, Outer Ring Road, Rohini, Delhi-110085 on 19th February, 2012 with a history of low grade fever of one month duration.  She was found to have a ® mid zone opacity on X-ray chest (report).  Anti-tubercular therapy was started and the complainant went LAMA on 24th February, 2012.  On 24th February, 2012, she was admitted in Anand Maya Hospital, B-38, Ramgarh, 
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Jahangirpuri, Delhi-110033 and the same diagnosis was made and continued on Anti-tubercular therapy.  Further records show that the complainant was seen in Parmeshwari Medical Centre, 24-B/UA, Jawahar Nagar, Delhi-110007 and ATT was continued with streptomycin added to therapy.  CECT chest done on 23rd March, 2012 also showed presence of ® middle lobe disease with mediastinal and ® hilar lymphadenopathy  An X-ray (report) of 12th June, 2012 from Delhi X-ray Clinic & Laboratory, 500 Main Bazar, Subzi Mandi, Delhi-110007 showed improvement of the lesion.  The complainant was seen in Rajan Babu Institute of Pulmonary Medicine & Tuberculosis, G.T.B. Nagar, Delhi-110009 on 10th June, 2012 by Dr. Suresh Kumar as per reports available and was advised to continue ATT with Rifampicin and INH.  There is no report by Dr. Suresh Kumar denying the presence of TB as told by the complainant in her complaint.  As per the records available, the complainant was being treated by the doctors as a sputum negative pulmonary tuberculosis.  The same treatment was being continued by Rajan Babu Institute of Pulmonary Medicine & Tuberculosis.

In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that Prima- facie no medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. S.S. Kanodia, in the treatment administered to the complainant.
Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 20th May, 2013 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 28th May, 2013.
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
