O R D E R

The Delhi Medial Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Harish Chander r/o. House No. 5, Road No. 62, Punjabi Bagh West, New Delhi – 110026, alleging professional misconduct on the part of Dr. S. Dwivedee of VIMHANS. 
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 14th May, 2015 is reproduced herein-below:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medial Council examined a complaint of Shri Harish Chander r/o. House No. 5, Road No. 62, Punjabi Bagh West, New Delhi – 110026,(referred hereinafter as the complainant) alleging professional misconduct on the part of Dr. S. Dwivedee of VIMHANS(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital). 
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Shamsher Dwivedee, Shri Raman Kumar, Administrative Officer, VIMHANS and other documents on record.
Shri Harish Chander in his complaint has averred that Dr. S.Dwivedee, Consultant & Neurologist of Vimhans Vidyasagar Institute of Mental Health & Neuroscience examined the patient namely Shri P.S.  Agarwal, r/o- C-42, Panchshil Enclave, New Delhi, vide OPD Card no: 99376 on 23rd May 2006. Dr. S. Dwivedee prescribed some medicine to the said patient, which is mentioned on the OPD Card dated 23rd May, 2006. After more than three years on 28th Oct, 2008 Dr. S. Dwivedee issued an illegal & fake medical certificate on the basis of said OPD Card. The medical certificate dated 28th Oct, 2009 issued by Dr. Dwivedee, does not bear the signature & identification of the patient . Moreover, there is no dispatch/diary number on the medical certificate issued by the Dr.S.Dwivedee. This is also very important to inform Delhi Medical Council that to prove the genuineness of the Medical Certificate issued by the Dr.Dwivedee, he has also put the date 28th October, 2009 under his signature on the said OPD Card dated 23rd  May ,  2006 .  It  is  also  
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pertinent  to  mention  here  that  the  said patient never visited Dr.Dwivedee /Hospital after 23rd May, 2006 to 28th October, 2009 because most of the time said patient was out of India as shown by Shri P.S.Agarwal in his passport in a court case. Under the circumstances, this is a clear case against Dr.S.Dwivedee for manipulating & forging documents & violation of the norms of Delhi Medical Council. Delhi Medical Council is requested to enquire in the matter immediately and to take action against the Dr.S.Dwivedee.

Shri. Raman Kumar, Administrative Officer, VIMHANS in his written statement averred that patient is suffering from Multisystem Atrophy which is a progressive, irreversible, degenerative neurological disorder for which there is no known treatment. With passage of time a person only worsens and is unable to recover from this disease. To substantiate the nature of the disease and diagnosis he attached the photocopies of his evaluation at AIIMS, New Delhi and Bombay Hospital Medical Research Centre, Mumbai. In his medical registration system the tag date is reflective of the date of first interaction in which the CR No. was generated. The future noting are as per the visit dates which are entered manually. Since this disease is irreversible the possibility of any improvement is not there. This fact itself answer most of the questions. The certificate dated 28.10.2009 was based on his record.It is not implied in the certificate that the patient has been seen by the treating doctor on that particular day.
It is noted that Dr. S. Dwivedee enclosed the defence taken by Shri. Raman Kumar, Administrative Officer, VIMHANS in his written statement.

In view of the above, the Executive Committee observes that documents on record  reflect  that  Shri. P.S. Aggarwal  was  suffering 
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from Multisystem  Atrophy, whose symptoms were reflected in the certificate dated 28th October, 2009. The explanation put forward by Shri. Raman Kumar, Administrative Officer, VIMHANS and Dr. S. Dwivdee regarding the certificate is found to be satisfactory. It is therefore decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of professional misconduct is made out against Dr.S. Dwivedee of VIMHANS.
Complaint stands disposed.
