O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Roshan Lal r/o. 494 B/5, Govind Puri, Kalkaji, New Delhi – 110019, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Pt. Madan Mohan Malviya Hospital and Safdarjung Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Pt. Madan Mohan Malviya Hospital, Malviya Nagar, New Delhi and Safdarjung Hospital, New Delhi.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 6th January, 2014 is reproduced hereinbelow:-

“The Executive Committee of Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Roshan Lal (referred hereinafter as the complainant) r/o. 494 B/5, Govind Puri, Kalkaji, New Delhi – 110019, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Pt. Madan Mohan Malviya Hospital and Safdarjung Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Pt. Madan Mohan Malviya Hospital, Malviya Nagar, New Delhi and Safdarjung Hospital, New Delhi.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint and documents submitted therewith.  

The Executive Committee notes that the complainant was injured on 1.1.2010.  He took first aid in Pt. Madan Mohan Malviya Hospital on 2.1.2010 where plaster was applied.  He was subsequently treated for next five months at the same Hospital.  The complainant later visited Safdarjung Hospital where PAC (Pre-Anaesthetic check-up) was done for surgical intervention of his fracture of Scaphoid bone but date of surgery was not given.   The  complainant returned to Pt. Madan Mohan Malviya Hospital and 
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agreed  for  surgery  at  own  cost  to  procure  the implants which were not  available at the Hospital.  The Surgery (open reduction, internal fixation and bone grafting) was done on 28.6.2010.  The Complainant subsequently claimed to be under regular follow up after surgery, though no records are provided and the dates of these follow ups are also not available.   The complainant went to Pt. Madan Mohan Malviya Hospital on 26.8.2010 where allegedly he was refused to be seen by doctors.  As per Medical Board report (CIO/GR-Cell/11 dated 6.9.2011) of Central Institute of Orthopaedics, Vardhman Mahavir Medical College & Safdarjung Hospital, filed by the complainant:- 

a) The patient did not get his X-rays done, as advised by the previous Medical Board
b) Patient did not follow, repeated advice of the Board to get physiotherapy.
c) Patient did not attend the dates of Medical Board (2.8.2011)
d) When the Board finally examined him, they reported that the X-ray showed no fracture line (in other words fracture had united).  The range of motion was satisfactory (DF 70o and PF 45o) and the Grip Strength was adequate.
The Executive Committee observes that (Ref. Text book :Campbell’s Operative Orthopaedics) Fracture scaphoid is undiagnosed in 40% of cases on the day of injury.  There is 30-40% chance of non union of the fracture.  Union of fracture after bone grafting is 80-90%.  

It is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima facie no case of medical negligence is made out in the treatment administered to complainant at Pt. Madan Mohan Malviya Hospital and Safdarjung Hospital.  

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 6th January, 2014 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 15th January, 2014.
