O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Addl. Dy. Commissioner of Police-I, North District, Delhi, seeking enquiry on a complaint of Shri Aman Singh s/o. Shri Inderaj Singh r/o. B-33/2, Chandu Nagar, Karawal Nagar Road, Delhi, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Sushruta Trauma Centre, Delhi.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 4th September, 2015 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Addl. Dy. Commissioner of Police-I, North District, Delhi, seeking enquiry on a complaint of Shri Aman Singh s/o. Shri Inderaj Singh r/o. B-33/2, Chandu Nagar, Karawal Nagar Road, Delhi,(referred hereinafter as the complainant) in the treatment administered to the complainant at Sushruta Trauma Centre, Delhi.(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).
The Executive Committee perused the representation from police, copy of complaint of Shri Aman Singh, written statement of Dr. Vineet Dabas, Assistant Professor, Orthopaedics, Maulana Azad Medical College, copy of medical records of Sushruta Trauma Centre and other documents on record. 
The Executive Committee observes that the patient Shri. Aman singh was operated for Malunited Intercondylar fracture humerus left Elbow. As per complaint there  was  injury  to  median  nerve  during  surgery
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which has led to paralysis of left FA and hand. The Executive Committee further observes that the injury to median nerve is a known complication of surgical management of such fracture. The management of this complication was being done at Sushruta Trauma Centre, which patient left in between and went to Safdarjung Hospital. The patient already had 65% Post Polio Residual Paralysis  of  all  four 
limbs . It is further difficult to comment whether the paralysis was pre injury or intra operative (Disability certificate from All India Institute of Medical Sciences dated 16.04.1990). 

In view of the observations made herein-above, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out  on  the  part  Dr. Vineet Dabas and Sushruta Trauma Centre, in the treatment administered to complainant at Sushruta Trauma Centre.
Complaint stands disposed. “
