O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Ms. Karuna Goyal r/o. WZ-81A, Gali No. 10, First Floor, Krishna Park, Tilak Nagar, New Delhi – 110018, alleging medical negligence on the part Dr. Devendra Sehra of Maharaja Agrasen Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother late Seema Goyal at Maharaja Agrasen Hospital, resulting in her death on 27.1.2014.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 4th September, 2015 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Ms. Karuna Goyal r/o. WZ-81A, Gali No. 10, First Floor, Krishna Park, Tilak Nagar, New Delhi – 110018 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part Dr. Devendra Sehra of Maharaja Agrasen Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother late Seema Goyal (referred hereafter as the patient) at Maharaja Agrasen Hospital, Punjabi Bagh, New Delhi-110026 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in her death on 27.1.2014.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Devendra Sehra and Dr. (Maj.) Y.B. Sharma, Medical Superintendent of Maharaja Agrasen Hospital, copy of medical records of Maharja Agrasen Hospital and other documents on records.
The Executive Committee observed that the patient was a known case of rheumatoid arthritis (long standing),  aortic  stenosis  with

aortic regurgitation being treated by doctors at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital (Dr. Lalit Duggal and Dr. Dr. Rajeev Passey).  The patient was last seen by Dr. Lalit Duggal on 21st January, 2014 when the patient had developed fever and cough with PO2 of 79 percent.  The patient was advised urgent admission, however, due to financial constraints, the patient  was  taken  to  Maharaja Agrasen Hospital.  The patient was admitted under Dr. D. Sehra.   The patient was put on antibiotics and supportive care including oxygen.  Arterial blood gas analysis confirmed the diagnosis of acute on chronic Type-II respiratory failure, for which the patient was advised BIPAP support.  The patient was subsequently advised to be shifted to ICU.  The attendants of the patient did not consent for the same.  Ultrasound of the abdomen suggested gall-bladder tiny stones and kidney involvement.  Over the next two-three days, the patient’s condition continued to deteriorate.  The carbondioxide content of the blood continued to increase, suggesting deterioration of respiratory condition.   Cardiac and respiratory specialist were also consulted, who advised ventilatory support.  The attendants of the patient did not give consent for the same.  The patient’s condition further deteriorated and finally the patient succumbed to respiratory failure and chronic cardiac ailments alongwith chronic rheumatoid arthritis.  The doctors of the said Hospital treated the patient as per accepted professional practices in such cases..  However, they were handicapped by the negative consent of the attendants of the patient for advanced critical care support (ventilator +ICU care).
In view of the observations made herein-above, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part Dr. Devendra Sehra of Maharaja 
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Agrasen Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother late Seema Goyal) at Maharaja Agrasen Hospital.
Complaint stands disposed. “
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 4th September, 2015 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 9th September, 2015.
