O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Ravi Kumar, r/o. Bhupenderpuri, Gali No. 4, Modi Nagar, Ghaziabad, 201204, Uttar Pradesh, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Guru Nanak Eye Centre, New Delhi-110002, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s grandfather Shri Daya Ram at Guru Nanak Eye Centre.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th July, 2015 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Ravi Kumar (referred hereinafter as the complainant), r/o. Bhupenderpuri, Gali No. 4, Modi Nagar, Ghaziabad, 201204, Uttar Pradesh, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Guru Nanak Eye Centre, New Delhi-110002, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s grandfather Shri Daya Ram at Guru Nanak Eye Centre(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital). 

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. B. Ghosh, Director, Guru Nanak Eye Centre, enclosing therewith written statements of Dr. P.K. Pandey and Dr. Subhash Dadeya, copy of medical records of Guru Nanak Eye Centre and other documents on record.
It is noted that patient Shri Daya Ram was operated for cataract extraction by Phacoemulsification and implanted an IOL provided by the Hospital. Patient developed post operative endopthalmitis reported on fourth day (Postoperative by patient) in the hospital. Post operative endopthalmitis is a known  and  documented  complication  of  cataract 
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surgery.  Time of detection of Endopthalmitis is very important for the management of post operative endopthalmitis . Once diagnosed it is difficult to salvage the damage done. In this case the patient reported to hospital on the fourth post operative day, when prompt treatment was done in the hospital, but the patient lost eye, which is a known sequelae of the post-operative endopthalmitis.
In view of the  observations  made  herein- above ,  it  is ,  therefore ,  the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Guru Nanak Eye Centre, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s grandfather Shri Daya Ram.
Complaint stands disposed.“
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th July, 2015 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 29th July, 2015.
