O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Disciplinary Committee examined a complaint of Shri Davender Singh, H.No.C-1502, Second Floor, Vyapar Kendra Road Near Senior Secondary School, Phase-I, Sushant Lok, Gurgaon against Dr. Vivek Khanna of Khanna Nursing Home (Khanna Hospital), C-2/396, Janakpuri, New Delhi-110058.  

The Order of the Disciplinary Committee dated 13th February, 2017 is reproduced herein-below :-
The Disciplinary Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Davender Singh, H.No.C-1502, Second Floor, Vyapar Kendra Road Near Senior Secondary School, Phase-I, Sushant Lok, Gurgaon (referred hereinafter as the complainant) against Dr. Vivek Khanna of Khanna Nursing Home (Khanna Hospital), C-2/396, Janakpuri, New Delhi-110058 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).
The Disciplinary Committee perused the complaint and documents submitted therewith and other documents on record. 

The complainant Shri Devender Singh presented himself before the Disciplinary Committee and was heard in person. 

Dr. Vivek Khanna and the Medical Superintendent, Khanna Nursing Home failed to appear before the Disciplinary Committee; inspite of notice.
Further, inspite of repeated notices; neither the concerned doctor nor the Medical Superintendent, Khanna Nursing Home filed their written statement nor provided the medical records pertaining to this matter, to the office of the Delhi Medical Council.  

In the interest of justice, the Disciplinary Committee decided to proceed with the matter in order to determine it on merits.
The complainant alleged that he was admitted in Khanna Nursing Home on 17th November, 2014 for the treatment of his left foot where preliminary tests were done including the x-ray of his left foot and subsequently the hospital decided on the line of the treatment on the basis of their diagnosis that his left foot suffered from cellulitis.  He deposited Rs.10,000/- with the hospital as preliminary advance amount and also informed the hospital about his medical insurance and asked them to take permission for cashless treatment from his insurer.  The hospital started the treatment considering the ailment as cellulitis of left foot which was apparently not the case.  The x-ray as taken by the nursing home clearly suggested that the bone was broken due to which there was swelling on the leg but he was given the wrong treatment and made to suffer as the treatment was given considering cellulitis.  He after discharged from the nursing home consulted other doctor at J.K. Hospital where he had shown the x-ray taken at Khanna Nursing Home and he was told that the x-ray clearly shows the broken leg bone and the whole treatment was given without considering this important fact.  The sequence of events alongwith documents submitted with the complaint clearly establish the misconduct, negligence, mala-fide and criminal intent of the nursing home/treating doctor to cheat him in monetary terms as well as casual treatment without considering the preliminary tests properly which suggest, in his case, to be of broken and dislocated bone and instead of line of the treatment of the broken bone, he was treated for cellulitis and unnecessarily given the medicines which were not required in his case.  He went through tremendous mental agony, physical discomfort, monetary loss and loss of his man hours, as even after discharge from nursing home he had to continue the treatment with private doctor which he could have used for some other useful purposes.  He requests the Delhi Medical Council to consider his case in the light of his submissions and documents submitted by him and the nursing home/treating doctor should be punished for medical negligence committed by him. 
On enquiry by the Disciplinary Committee, the complainant stated that he initially visited Khanna Nursing Home on 16th November, 2014, with complaint of pain in his left foot.  He was seen by Dr. Vivek Khanna.  An x-ray No.L5335 was done on the same day and after seeing the x-ray, Dr. Vivek Khanna asked him to get himself admitted in Khanna Nursing Home on 17th November, 2014, for treatment.  

In view of the above, the Disciplinary Committee makes the following observations : -

1) The x-ray No.L5335 (picture of the same as provided by the complainant) reveals that the complainant suffered from a bimalleolar fracture on his left ankle which was not diagnosed by Dr. Vivek Khanna and, hence, not treated.  Subsequent x-ray No.73-10745 dated 18th July, 2016 of All India Institute of Medical Sciences confirmed mal-united bimalleolar fracture on his left ankle.  From the averments made in the complaint and also from the x-ray produced by the complainant, which version and document has remained un-rebutted by the doctor and hospital, it is apparent that Dr. Vivek Khana failed to exercise reasonable degree of skill, knowledge and care in the treatment of the complainant Shri Devender Singh, which is expected of an ordinary prudent doctor.
2) We are further pained to note the total indifference of Dr. Vivek Khanna and the Medical Superintendent of Khanna Nursing Home, as is reflected in their failing to file their written statement or present themselves before the Disciplinary Committee or submit the medical records pertaining to this matter, inspite of repeated notices (sent on 7th October, 2015, 11th January, 2016, 26th October, 2016 and 19th January, 2017), so as to render assistance in this matter. This recalcitrance towards an authority which is exercising power of Civil Courts and whose proceedings are judicial in a nature, tantamount to misconduct.  
A copy of this Order be also sent to the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi for stern action under the Delhi Nursing Home Registration Act against Khanna Nursing Home for failing to comply with the direction of a statutory authority, as highlighted herein-above.  

In light of the observations made herein-above, the Disciplinary Committee, therefore, recommends that name of Dr. Vivek Khanna(Delhi Medical Council Registration No.10822) be removed from the State Medical Register of the Delhi Medical Council for a period of 90 days.  
Complaint stands disposed. 
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The Order of the Disciplinary Committee dated 13th February, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 9th March, 2017.
The Council also confirmed the punishment of removal of name awarded to Dr. Vivek Khanna (Delhi Medical Council Registration No.10822) by the Disciplinary Committee.
The Council further observed that the Order directing the removal of name from the State Medical Register of Delhi Medical Council shall come into effect after 30 days from the date of the Order.  The Order of the Disciplinary Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is confirmed.
