The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Laxmi Kant r/o- House No.307, Block-C-3, Sultan Puri, New Delhi-110086, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Jyoti Dhapar, Dr.Atul Dhapar and Dr. Grover of Kamlesh Medical Centre, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Kamlesh Medical Centre, 423, Bhera Enclave, Pachim Vihar, Delhi.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 23rd February, 2017 is reproduced herein-below :-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Laxmi Kant r/o- House No.307, Block-C-3, Sultan Puri, New Delhi-110086, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Jyoti Dhapar, Dr.Atul Dhapar and Dr. Grover of Kamlesh Medical Centre, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Kamlesh Medical Centre, 423, Bhera Enclave, Pachim Vihar, Delhi.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Jyoti Thapar, Dr. Ramnik Grover, Surgeon, Dr. Atul Thapar, Medical Superintendent of Kamlesh Medical Centre, copy of medical records of Kamlesh Medical Centre and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee notes that the complainant Shri. Laxmi Kant was seen by Dr. Ramnik Grover at Kamlesh Medical Centre and diagnosed as a case of multiple interno-external hemorrhoids.

He was operated for haemorrhoidalertly in which the surgeon deliberately excised two primary hemorrhoids and ligated the third one. He also did not attempt to remove the secondary hemorrhoids for fear of causing anal stenosis.

Due post operative care was given as per available records. Following surgery the patient noticed same masses still projecting at the anus and therefore alleges negligence. It is observed that as per standard practice, in multiple interno-external hemorrhoids, if there is an apprehension of anal Stenosis, then the surgeon in his judgement may not attempt to remove the secondary hemorrhoids, as was done in this case.
In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Jyoti Dhapar, Dr.Atul Dhapar and Dr. Grover of Kamlesh Medical Centre, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Kamlesh Medical Centre.
Complaint stands disposed.”
