O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Major General Ajay H. Chauhan, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr.  Vinesh Kawatra of Vibhu Nursing Home, 11/137, Malviya Nagar, New Delhi-110017 in the treatment of complainant’s daughter Ms. Kamayani.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 24th April, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Major General Ajay H. Chauhan, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr.  Vinesh Kawatra of Vibhu Nursing Home, 11/137, Malviya Nagar, New Delhi-110017 in the treatment of complainant’s daughter Ms. Kamayani.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Vinesh Kawatra and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee notes that as per the complaint it is alleged that when the complainant’s daughter consulted Dr. Vinesh Kawatra on 20th September, 2017 with history of high fever and bad chest congestion, the doctor gave her an Inj. Lariago IM and prescribed certain other medicines. It is alleged that it was wrong on the part of Dr. Vinesh Kawatra to administer the said anti malaria injection comprising of chloroquinine  without any test or the patient exhibiting any symptoms  of malaria. 

The Executive Committee notes that Dr. Vinesh Kawatra in his written statement has averred that the patient Miss. Kamayani Chauhan was seen by him in his OPD on 21st September, 2017 as a case of fever and cough. She was  prescribed antibiotics and antipyretic with B-Complex. Injection Lariago IM (bought by patient) was prescribed to her empirically in view of large number of Malaria cases in the area and her fever was associated with chills and rigors. 

The Executive Committee observes that empirical treatment for malaria  in the form of administration of Inj. Lariago can be given if the clinical condition of the patient warrants without first conducting any test/blood investigation to confirm malaria, as apparently was done in this case. It is however noted that even though Dr. Vinesh Kawatra in his written statement claims that he had advised blood test but the same was refused by complainant, this fact is not documented in his prescription dated 21st September, 2017. We further note that the prescription dated 21st September, 2017 of Dr. Vinesh Kawatra is also bereft of any history/complaint of the patient or details of his having conducted any physical/clinical examination and findings regarding the same .

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Vinesh Kawatra of Vibhu Nursing Home, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s daughter Ms. Kamayani, however, he is advised to make proper notes /observations in his prescription regarding the patient condition, as a part of good medical practice.
