O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Dr. Utpal Sakia allegedly due to medical negligence on the part of Dr. Ram Chander Yadav at SHL Hospital, Gyandeep Building, Munirka, Opp. Canara Bank, Outer Ring Road Munirka, New Delhi-110067, resulting in his death.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th May, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation(Dispatch No. 104-R SHO/Vasant Vihar, dated 12.01.2018) from Police Station, Vasant Vihar, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Dr. Utpal Sakia allegedly due to medical negligence on the part of Dr. Ram Chander Yadav of SHL Hospital, Gyandeep Building, Munirka, Opp. Canara Bank, Outer Ring Road Munirka, New Delhi-110067, resulting in his death. 
It is noted that the Delhi Medical has also received a complaint from Dr. Mouchumi Sakia, North Lakhinpur, Assam, Civil Hospital and intimation from the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, whose subject matter is same as that of representation from Police Station, Vasant Vihar, hence, the Executive Committee is disposing all these matters by this common Order.
The Executive Committee perused the representation from police, complaint of Dr. Mouchumi Sakia, written statement of Shri J.N. Yadav Director SHL Hospital, CDMO report No. F.9(17)/CDMO/NDD/DHS/ANTI QUACKERY/ PT-II/2016/3661 dated 16.02.2018 and other documents on record. 

It is noted that as per the Police representation it is stated that on 17th November, 2017 a  DD No. 6A was received in this Police Station (Vasant Vihar) regarding the deceased  being admitted in unconscious condition in Safdarjung Hospital, where  he was  declared  brought dead by the attending doctor on MLC No. 355953/17 in the  same  Hospital .  During  inquiry  it  came  to notice  that  the  deceased was a chronic alcoholic and a known case of chronic liver disease. The deceased  complained  of  blood  in  vomiting  and stools on 16th November, 2017 due to which he was brought to SHL Hospital, Munirka  for primary treatment and then referred to Safdarjung Hospital. The Post mortem report of the deceased was conducted  at  Safdarjung Hospital Mortuary vide Post mortem No. 1992/17. A complaint of Smt. Mocuhumi Saikia w/o Shri. Kaushik Das was received at Police Station alleging therein that the validity of license of SHL Hospital Munirka and registration of Dr. Ram Chander Yadav be verified and action be taken for medical negligence in treatment of her brother (Dr. Utpal Sakia) which lead to his death. 
The Executive Committee further noted that in regard to death of Dr. Utpal Sakia a complaint was also received in Delhi Medical Council from his sister Dr. Mouchumi Sakia. The complainant Dr. Mouchumi Sakia in her complainant had averred that her brother late Dr. Utpal Sakia was admitted for haematemesis at SHL Hospital on 16th November, 2017 at  02:00pm and was treated  by Dr. Ram Chander Yadav. Subsequently the patient was taken to Safdarjung Hospital where he was declared  brought dead at 02:05 am on 17th November, 2017. The complainant has alleged that her brother died due to negligence and malpractice by Dr. Ram Chander Yadav.Further in the complaint doubts were raised about the qualifications and registration of Dr. Ram Chand yadav. The complainant requested the Delhi Medical Council to take strict action against Dr. Ram Chander yadav and SHL Hospital. 
The Executive Committee further notes that regarding this matter a report (Representation No. F.9(17)/CDMO/NDD/DHS/ANTI QUACKERY/ PT-II/2016/3661 dated 16.02.2018) was received from Dr. Nishad Hariom, Senior  Medical Officer, Team Leader (Anti Quackery), Chief Medical District Officer (New Delhi), Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, 2nd Floor, DGHC Building, Nangal Raya, New Delhi-110046, wherein it has been informed that an inspection was  done on dated 09th February, 2018 at 12:40 p.m at a Clinic namely Sh. Hari Lata Sewa Clinic, Prachin Shri Hari Om  Sewa  Lata Mandir, Ambedkar Basti Jhuggi, Sector-12, R.K. Puram,  which was being run by Dr. R.C. Yadav  (Shri. Ram Chander Yadav), Qualification written on clinic board MBBS, DCH, FCC (USA). Dr. R.C. Yadav ranaway from  the  clinic .  His  wife  and  daughter  namely  Priyanka  Yadav  were present in the clinic. His daughter showed two copy of life membership in Indian Academy of Pediatrics issued by Delhi Branch, Second copy of life membership with Indian Medical Association HQ IMA House, Indraprastha Marg, New Delhi numbered CSOBL 181777 dated 09.05.2000.  His daughter called Mr. R.C. Yadav who spoke to Dr. Anil Bansal, in presence of all anti quackery members, on raid. Mr. R.C. Yadav informed Mr. Anil Bansal on telephone that he did his MBBS from Goa Medical College. On asking about the name of Medical College he could not reply. He was practicing in all allopathic medicines. Notice was handed over to his daughter Ms. Priyanka Yadav. After three days Mr. R.C. Yadav came to CDMO office but did not submit relevant documents like MBBS degree, Delhi Medical Council certificate, DCH Certificate. He did not submit any kind of document pertaining to his graduation.  CDMO office received a complaint from Delhi Medical Council regarding Mr. R.C. Yadav treating a patient Mr. Utpal Sakia in a SHL Hospital, Munirka and the patient dying on the same day. Mr. R.C. Yadav  has no degree and he is not registered in Delhi Medical Council and therefore,  necessary action should be taken as  per law.
It is also noted that one Shri. J.N. Yadav, Director of SHL Hospital in his written statement has submitted that they were running a day care Centre  at  SHL Hospital, Gyandeep Complex, Opp. Canara  Bank, Munirka-110067. They had applied for registration with Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi. Dr. Ram Chander Yadav (Dr.  R.C. Yadav) was employed by them based on his MBBS qualification certificate from GOA Medical College and registration with Goa Medical Council. Subsequently they have learnt that Dr. Ram Chander Yadav degree, Certificate were found to be fake. It has  been further stated that they did not suspect the qualification of Dr. Ram Chander Yadav   as for almost 10 to 12  years  before joining them, Dr. Ram Chander Yadav was running his practice in R.K Puram Sector-06 and Dwarka, Sector  -12, DDA Market ,in addition he also claimed to be a visiting consultant  at various Hospital. It has been further stated that on 16th November, 2017 around 02:00pm a patient named Dr. Utpal Sakia was admitted at SHL Hospital. He was treated by Dr. Ram Chander  Yadav  as  day  care patient. The patient was given treatment as prescribed by Dr. Ram Chander  Yadav. Around 11:00 pm (16th November, 2017) the patient condition deteriorated, hence, he was taken to Safdarjung Hospital where he was declared brought dead. 

In light of the above, the Executive Committee makes the following observations : -
1) It is established from perusal of the medical records of SHL Hospital that the patient Dr. Utpal Sakia was admitted and treated by Dr. Ram Chander Yadav through the use of Allopathic Medicine Inj. M.V I, Inj. Amikacin, Inj. Rantac, Inj. Voveran.
2) It is observed that for practicing allopathic system of medicine in the NCT of Delhi, a person should hold recognized medical qualification as per First, Second or Third Schedules to Indian Medical Council Act, 1956  and  should  be  registered  with the Delhi Medical Council.  

It is further observed that as per the records available in the office of the Delhi Medical Council Dr. Ram Chander Yadav (Dr. R.C. Yadav) is not registered with the Delhi Medical Council. The verification of Dr. Ram Chander Yadav Goa Medical Council registration (Registration No. 1360 dated 15.01.1998) certificate revealed that it was a fake document.  Hence, Shri Ram Chander Yadav (Shri R.C. Yadav), is neither qualified nor authorized to practice allopathic system of medicine.  

The Supreme Court of India in the matter titled Poonam Verma Vs. Ashwin Patel and Ors.  (AIR 1996 SC 2111),  has held that “A person who does not have knowledge of a particular system of medicine but practices in that system is a Quack and a mere pretender to medical knowledge or skill or to put it differently a charlatan.”  

The High Court of Delhi in W.P.(C) No.7865/2010 in the matter titled “Delhi Medical Association Versus  Principal Secretary (Health) & Ors. has held that “no practitioner of Indian System of Medicine or holding a qualification as listed in the Schedule to the Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970, even if it be of in integrated medicine as defined in Section 2(h) of the Delhi Bharatiya Chikitsa Parishad Act, 1998, is entitled to practice modern scientific system of medicine as defined in the Indian Medical Council Act, 1956 read with Indian Medical Degrees Act, 1916 and as has come to be known as Allopathic system of medicine.  All the authorities concerned with enforcement of the provisions of the Indian Medical Council Act, 1956, Delhi  Medical  Council  Act,  1997,  Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970 and the Delhi Bharatiya Chikitsa Parishad Act, 1998 and/or entrusted with the task of preventing persons not holding qualification as mentioned in the Schedules of the Indian Medical Council Act, 1956 from practicing modern scientific system of medicine, to not allow any person holding qualification in Indian Medicine as described in the Schedule to the Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970, even if holding a degree in integrated course as defined in the Delhi Bharatiya  Chikitsa Parishad Act, 1998, from practicing modern scientific system of medicine.”.
3) The medical records of SHL Hospital which comprised of only two pages, one pertaining to consent and the other a treatment chart, bears testimony to the fact  that  the patient who was suffering from a serious ailment (known case of chronic liver disease) and was admitted at SHL Hospital with complaints of blood in vomiting  and stools on 16th November, 2017; was treated by an unqualified person in an unregistered Hospital (Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi vide its letter No. 23/18/Comp./SD/DGHS/HQ/NH/2018/248945 dated 03.04.2018) has confirmed that  SHL Hospital was not registered  with Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, did not receive proper treatment which led to his death, which as per the post mortem report no: 1992/17 dated  18th November, 2017 was  result of shock and hemorrhage due to bleeding varices in a known case  of chronic liver disease.

4) We are further aghast to note that Dr. Ram Chander Yadav, a charlatan, apparently also seems to have procured or forged membership of Indian Medical Association (Headquarters) and Indian Academy of Pediatrics. The Chief Medical District Officer report confirms that this imposter Dr.  Ram  Chander  Yadav  has  been running his practice also from Sh. Hari Lata Sewa  Clinic Prachin Shri Hari Om  Sewa  Lata Mandir, Ambedkar Basti Jhuggi, Sector-12, R.K. Puram and has been misrepresenting himself by suffixing the qualifications of MBBS, DCH, FCCP (USA) to his name and prescribing allopathic medicine to the gullible citizen of Delhi and there by playing with their lives.

In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that Shri Ram Chander Yadav (Shri R.C. Yadav) a person unqualified in the field of modern scientific system of medicine (allopathy) acted recklessly by administering treatment which was beyond his knowledge, skill and competence, with scant regard to the life and safety of the patient and that the actions on the part of Shri Ram Chander Yadav (Shri R.C. Yadav) constitute an act of negligence for which he is liable to prosecuted under the provisions of Indian Penal Code in addition to Section 27 of the Delhi Medical Council Act, 1997.  A copy of this Order be also sent to the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi for taking stringent action against SHL Hospital under the Delhi Nursing Home Registration Act for employing unqualified person and allowing him to treat patients.
Matter stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th May, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 25th May, 2018.
