O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Smt. Elza Migdali, S-17, Mashxadi Street, Yashkant, forwarded by the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi,  alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Max  Super Specialty Hosital, 2, Press Enclave Road, Saket, Delhi , in the treatment of complainant’s daughter  Ms. Karine Migdali, resulting in her death on 26.01.2017.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th May, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Smt. Elza Migdali, S-17, Mashxadi Street, Yashkant, forwarded by the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi,  alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Max  Super Specialty Hospital, 2, Press Enclave Road, Saket, Delhi, in the treatment of complainant’s daughter  Ms. Karine Migdali, resulting in her death on 26.01.2017.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, reply thereto of Deputy Medical Superintendent, Max Super Speciality Hospital, copy of medical records of Max Super Speciality Hospital and other documents as provided by the Directorate General of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi. 
The Executive Committee noted that the patient Ms. Karine Migdali was suffering from DM (diabetes mellitus) with ESKD (end-stage renal disease) and was on MHD (minimum hemolytic dose) for 4 years. She was first admitted on 05.12.2016 with hypotension and leukocytosis and treated with antibiotics to which she reponded. She underwent renal transplant surgery after one month (06.01.2017) with appropriate investigations and clearances. She had delayed graft function (DGF) for which she was started on dialysis. She unfortunately had sepsis and subsequently its related complications and succumbed to her illness. 
The Executive Committee is of the opinion that the patient had known complications to post renal transplant surgery. It is therefore the decision of the Executive Committee that the patient was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases and she died because of her underlying clinical condition and complications associated with post renal transplant surgery, prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Max Super Specialty Hospital, Saket, New Delhi, in the treatment of complainant’s daughter Ms. Karine Migdali. 
Complaint stand disposed.” 
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th May, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 25th May, 2018.
