The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. S.R. Malhotra s/o Shri. Om Prakash Malhotra r/o  Flat No. 200, Type C, Delhi Administration, Sindhora Kalan, Near Nav Bharti School, Ashok Vihar, Delhi-110052, forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Arvind Vaid, Dr. Swati and Indira IVF Hospital Pvt. Ltd., in treatment of complainant’s wife Smt. Priyanka Malhotra. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 20th December, 2019 is reproduced herein below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. S.R. Malhotra s/o Shri. Om Prakash Malhotra r/o  Flat No. 200, Type C, Delhi Administration, Sindhora Kalan, Near Nav Bharti School, Ashok Vihar, Delhi-110052(referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Arvind Vaid, Dr. Swati and Indira IVF Hospital Pvt. Ltd.(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in treatment of complainant’s wife Smt. Priyanka Malhotra. 

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Swati Singh, Dr. Arvind Vaid, copy of medical records of Indira IVF Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee noted that it was an IVF donor egg pregnancy with LMP dated 14th October, 2017. She was regularly followed up and all investigations were done and found to be normal (Level II  Ultrasound was done on 01.03.2018 and fetal echo was done on 05.04.2018). The BP record from 14.05.2018 to 26.05.2018 showed fluctuation and higher than normal. USG and Doppler study done on 14.05.2018 was found to be normal at 30 weeks and 2 days gestation.  Antihypertensive (Labetalol) was started at NKS Hospital  on 15.05.2019 and on 19.05.2018, Labetalol dose was increased. 

On 28.05.2018, USG showed intrauterine fetal death and preterm vaginal delivery of 1.25kg still born on 03.06.2018 at Dr. Baba Saheb Ambedkar Hospital.

It is further observed that preeclampsia (High blood pressure with Proteinuria in pregnancy) is known to cause sudden intrauterine fetal death at any gestations. As per the documents available, there  was no indication of preterm delivery in this patient. Her blood pressure was not in severe category  and fetal Doppler studies were normal. 

In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Arvind Vaid, Dr. Swati and Indira IVF Hospital Pvt. Ltd, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Priyanka Malhotra. 

Complaint stand disposed.”
