O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from police Station Shalimar Bagh, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Kiran w/o Late Shri Arun Kumar r/o 8346, Roshnara Road, Delhi, alleging medical negligence in the treatment of complainant’s daughter Ms. Rhea at Fortis Hospital, Shalimar Bagh Delhi, resulting in her death on 6.3.2019.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th September, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from police Station Shalimar Bagh, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Kiran w/o Late Shri Arun Kumar r/o 8346, Roshnara Road, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence in the treatment of complainant’s daughter Ms. Rhea at Fortis Hospital, Shalimar Bagh Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in her death on 6.3.2019.

The Executive Committee perused the representation, copy of complaint of Smt. Kiran, joint written statement of Dr. Vikas Maurya, Addl. Director Pulmonology and Dr. Gurvinder Kaur, Medical Superintendent, Fortis Hospital, copy of medical records of Fortis Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee noted that the patient Ms. Rhea, 22 years female was admitted in Fortis Hospital on 01st March, 2019 with history of fever, cough and shortness of breath for 9 to 10 days.  She had been evaluated one day prior to admission that is  28th February, 2019 and was found to be clinically stable as per the emergency record dated 28th February, 2019 of Fortis Hospital. On 01st March, 2019 the patient on evaluation was found to be suffering from acute bronchitis with lower respiratory tract  infection (LRTI) with respiratory distress with suspicion of flu (influenza) with hypoxemia. She was started on therapy and was managed in the Fortis Hospital as per standard protocol during her stay in the Hospital for viral pneumonia. It is noted that the patient went LAMA on 06th March, 2019 from Fortis Hospital. The patient was subsequently  admitted in Sir Ganga Ram Hospital where she expired on 12th March, 2019 on account of viral Pneumonia (influenza) with severe hypoxemic respiratory failure.

In view of the above, the Executive Committee is of the view that the patient was examined, investigated and treated as per accepted professional practices  in such cases. Further it is noted that same treatment protocol was also followed in Sir Ganga Ram Hospital. The patient died because of her underlying disease which had a poor prognosis inspite of adequate treatment.

In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Fortis Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s daughter Ms. Rhea. 

Matter stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th September, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 30th September, 2019.
