O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. Sanjeev Mishra,  r/o- B-64/H-1B, Shalimar Garden Extension-2, Sahibabad, Ghaziabad, Uttar Pradesh, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Gunjan Kacker, Aveya IVF & Fertility Centre, E-8, Vishal Enclave, Rajouri Garden, Delhi-110027,  in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Savita Mishra. 
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th October, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:-
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Sanjeev Mishra,  r/o- B-64/H-1B, Shalimar Garden Extension-2, Sahibabad, Ghaziabad, Uttar Pradesh (Referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Gunjan Kacker, Aveya IVF & Fertility Centre, E-8, Vishal Enclave, Rajouri Garden, Delhi-110027(referred hereinafter as the said Centre),  in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Savita Mishra (referred hereinafter as the patient).

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Gunjan Kacker, joint written statement of Dr. Nisha Bhatnagar, Dr. Payal Bajaj of Aveya IVF & Fertility Centre, copy of medical records of Aveya IVF & Fertility Centre and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee observes that the patient Smt. Savita Mishra, 43 years female who was undergoing IVF treatment, had 3 embryos transferred in her womb, on 22nd October, 2018. The transvaginal ultrasound done on 17th November, 2018 at Dr. Chawla’s Diagnostic Centre, Hari Nagar, New Delhi-110064 gave the impression of triplet intrauterine viable fetus  of 6 weeks 1 days of maturity. Similarly the ultrasound done on 01st  December, 2018 and 02nd January, 2019 also confirmed triple live fetus. The 23rd April, 2019 ultrasound of Neeraj Diagnostic Centre reported twin live fetus (25 weeks(+1week) and evidence  of IUGR. The patient, thereafter, was admitted in Lady Hardinge Medical College, Delhi on 25th April, 2019 where she underwent LSCS  on 03rd April, 2019 in view of REDF in TA  and AEDF in TB and went LAMA on 06th May, 2019.  It is alleged in the complaint that the third baby was being kept in Kalawati Hospital ICU and is struggling for life. The Executive Committee observes that the protocol of Embro transfer has been followed in this patient. As per the records available embryo reduction has been advised at multiple occasions but there is no signature of refusal. Further in case of multiple fetuses (through IVF) the possibility of IUD and low survival rate or pre-mature baby born suffering from various comorbidities is also high.
In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr.
Gunjan Kacker, Aveya IVF & Fertility Centre, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Savita Mishra, however, she is advised to obtain signature of patient’s in case of negative  consent. 

Complaint stands disposed.
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th October, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 20th November, 2019.
