The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Rajender Sachdeva s/o Shri Jung Bahadur r/o H.No. 9/6, Moti Nagar, Delhi forwarded by Dy. Commissioner of Police, West District, alleging medical negligence on the part of Khetarpal Hospital, Bali Nagar, Moti Nagar  Delhi in the treatment administered to the complainant’s aunt Smt. Pushpa Sachdeva, resulting in her death on 3.4.2019. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 20th December, 2019 is reproduced herein below:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Rajender Sachdeva s/o Shri Jung Bahadur r/o H.No. 9/6, Moti Nagar, Delhi forwarded by Dy. Commissioner of Police, West District, alleging medical negligence on the part of Khetarpal Hospital, Bali Nagar, Moti Nagar  Delhi in the treatment administered to the complainant’s aunt Smt. Pushpa Sachdeva, resulting in her death on 3.4.2019. 
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Medical Superintendent of Khetarpal Hospital, copy of medical records of Khetarpal Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee noted that the patient Smt. Pushpa Sachdeva 70 year’s old female was admitted in Khetarpal Hospital on 5th March 2019 with complaint of pain abdomen with breathing difficulty and fever for 3-4 days. On examination she was found to have fever and hepatomegaly. She was started on appropriate therapy. She was a known case of diabetese and hypertension. The initial investigations reveled features of sepsis. The sepsis was due to hepatic abscess with bilateral pneumonia. She also had features of sub acute intestinal obstruction. She subsequently developed multi organ dysfunction with metabolic encephalopathy. She was given appropriate treatment including mechanical ventilation. However, she succumbed due to the complications of sepsis leading to ARDS and metabolic encephalopathy. The Executive Committee is of considered view that the patient was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases; unfortunately she died because of her underlying condition which had a poor prognosis. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Khetarpal Hospital, Bali Nagar, Moti Nagar Delhi in the treatment administered to the complainant’s aunt Smt. Pushpa Sachdeva. 
Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 20th December, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 09th January, 2020.
