The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station, Moti Nagar, Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Shri. Rahman, s/o Shri Hazi Sohrabh Ali Khan, r/o- RZ B-8/9, Arjun Park, Som Bazar road, Bilal Maszid Nagali, Dairy, Najafgarh, Delhi, allegedly due to medical negligence in the treatment administered to him at  Kalra Hospital, A-4, A-5 & A-6, Tulsi Dass Kalra Marg, Kirti Nagar, New Delhi-110015.

 The Order of the Executive Committee dated 24th September, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station, Moti Nagar, Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Shri. Rahman, s/o Shri Hazi Sohrabh Ali Khan, r/o- RZ B-8/9, Arjun Park, Som Bazar road, Bilal Maszid Nagali, Dairy, Najafgarh, Delhi, allegedly due to medical negligence in the treatment administered to him at  Kalra Hospital, A-4, A-5 & A-6, Tulsi Dass Kalra Marg, Kirti Nagar, New Delhi-110015.
The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police, written statement of Dr. N.D. Khurana, Medical Superintendent, Kalra Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Ravi Rai, Dr. Sachinder Kaur, Dr. Vikram Dias, Dr. H.S. Kothari,  Post Mortem report No. 705/2019 dated 02.05.2019, copy of medical records of Kalra Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee noted that the date and time of Shri Rahman admission in Kalra Hospital was 1st May, 2019 at 1.33pm and the time of death was 2.10pm on the same date. Total stay in Kalra Hospital was 37 minutes.  From the records it seems that his entire period of stay was spent in resuscitation as per ACLS (Advanced cardiac life support) protocol. He was in a state of shock with severe metabolic acidosis. During such time he was connected to a mechanical ventilator also.  His resuscitation was as per standard protocol. A bedside screening echo was perhaps performed due to availability in the resuscitation area, purpose of which is not clear except for hemopericardium and tamponade. However, other investigations like ultrasound and CT to assess the degree and extent of trauma could not be done because patient was never in a condition to be shifted for the same. The only error on part of the managing doctors is mentioning ‘cardiac arrest’ as the cause of death. The column should have been left as ‘to be ascertained after post mortem’ as it was a medico legal case. Cardiac arrest is one of the manifestations of death, and not the cause of it.
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Kalra Hospital, A-4, A-5 & A-6, Tulsi Dass Kalra Marg, Kirti Nagar, New Delhi-110015 in the treatment administered to Shri Rahman.
