The Order of the Executive Committee dated 18th February, 2021 is reproduced herein below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Smt. Palak Sugandh w/o Shri Pulkit Sugandh r/o WZ-1755 IInd Floor, Multani Mohalla Rani Bagh, Delhi-110034 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence in the treatment of complainant at Medha Hospital K.P. Block, Pitampura, Delhi-110034 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Anita Rajurkara, Director Medha Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Rajesh Kumr Jain, Dr. Naveen, medical records of Medha Hospital and other documents on record. 
The Executive Committee observes that the as per the records available Smt.Palak Sugandh, 28 years old female was on regular antenatal care in the said hospital. During her antenatal period her blood pressure records are    normal .Her Ultrasonography done on 1-4-2020 revealed a live baby weighing 2.9Kg with single loose loop of cord around neck.NST was normal prior to induction of labor.She started having bleeding per vaginum after mild uterine contractions.Foetal heart sounds started dipping pointing towards placental abruption. Placental abruption cannot be anticipated in a patient who is having normal  BP  .   In   this   patient    probably   cord  length  was  short  due  to  its 
turning around neck  which could have led to abruption with the initiation of uterine contractions.

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out in the treatment of complainant at Medha Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed.”
