The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Subhadip Raychaudhuri, Protection & Testing Department, 33KV Grid Station, Ranibagh (Near Bhai Lalo Gurudwara), Delhi – 110034, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, against Saral Diagnostic Centre, Pitampura, New Delhi. 

On perusal of the complaint and documents submitted therewith, the Delhi Medical Council observed that the patients can have variable platelet counts.  Moreover there can be some variation in the platelet count from one lab to another.  Also there can be intra lab variation when counted manual vs. cell counter. 

In view of the above, prima facie no case of medical negligence or professional misconduct is made out against doctors of Saral Diagnostic Centre.

Complaint stands disposed.
