O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Manohar Lal r/o. H.No. 62, Gopal Park, Delhi – 110051, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Deepa Singh of Ashok Nursing Home, F-3/15-6, Vijay Chowk, Krishna Nagar, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Nursing Home), resulting in the death of complainant’s daughter-in-law late Anita Kambhoj (referred hereinafter as the patient), on 5.10.2010 at Max Balaji Hospital, Patparganj, New Delhi, where she was subsequently treated.

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, joint written statement of Dr. Deepa Singh and Dr. Ashok Singh of Ashok Nursing Home, copy of medical records of Ashok Nursing Home, Max Balaji Hospital, Patparganj, Delhi and other documents on record.
It is noted that the patient with fifteen weeks pregnancy and chills, rigors, vomiting of three days duration, was admitted in the said Nursing Home on 5th October, 2010 at 1.30 p.m.   The patient was examined, investigated and put on conservative line of treatment.   The physician on examination, made a provisional diagnosis of ? Meningo-encephalitis ? Meningitis secondary to viral etiology ? Cerebral Malaria and discussed the possibility of L.P.(Lumbar Puncture) but withheld till the patient stabilized.  The condition of the patient continued to deteriorate with altered sensorium, cyanosed and at 10.00 p.m. 
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(5th October, 2010), the pulse became feeble, blood-pressure not recordable.  Resuscitative measures were initiated.  The patient, however, went LAMA.  The patient was admitted in Max Balaji Hospital Patparganj, Delhi at 10.15 p.m. in emergency in unresponsive stage and in spite of resuscitation could not be revived and was declared dead at 10.48 p.m. (5th October, 2010).   It is also noted that the patient had reported earlier on 3rd October, 2010 with complains of chills with fever to Ashok Nursing Home and was advised admission.  She again visited Ashok Nursing Home on 4th October, 2010 and was advised admission but the same was refused by the patient. 
In light of the above, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that the patient late Anita Kambhoj was examined, investigated, managed by Dr. Deepa Singh at Ashok Nursing Home in accordance with accepted professional practices in such case.  The patient died due to underlying medical condition which has grave prognosis even in best of medical set-ups and not due to any medical negligence on the part of Dr. Deepa Singh.   Prima facie, no case of medical negligence is made out in the treatment administered to late Anita Kambhoj at Ashok Nursing Home.

Matter stands disposed.
