ORDER

The Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station North Rohini, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Rohan Sachdeva r/o. E-20/22, Sector-3, Rohini, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Vishwajeet Sharma, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father late Rajender Sachdeva(referred hereinafter as the patient) at Sarthak Hospital, F-26/45, Sector-7, Rohini, Delhi – 110085(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in his death.
The Delhi Medical Council perused the representation from Police alongwith copy of other records provided by Police and written statement of Dr. Vishwajeet Sharma.

The complainant failed to appear inspite of notice.

Dr. Vishwajeet Sharma was heard in person.

As per the representation of S.H.O, North Rohini, Delhi on 8th October, 2010, 

on receipt of DD No. 18A, P.S. North Rohini, Delhi, an enquiry was conducted.  During the course of enquiry Shri Rohan Sachdeva got recorded his statement that on 5th October, 2010 at around 5.00 p.m. he had brought his father late Shri Rajendra Sachdeva at Sarthak Hospital for treatment.  Dr. Vishwajeet Sharma suggested E.C.G. of his father, so he complied with the advise of the doctor.  His father underwent E.C.G test and the doctor prescribed some medicine.  He alongwith his father came at his house and administered medicine as prescribed by the doctor.  He went to purchase some food stuff from the market and came back after sometimes  and  found 
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his father was dead.  He intimated his relatives about demise of his father and cremated his father around 10.00 a.m. on 6th October, 2010.  On 8th October, 2010, the condolence meeting was held in the evening at his house and he showed E.C.G. report of his father to Dr. Joshi who opined that the E.C.G. report reflects serious condition of the heart and the medicine prescribed by Dr. Vishwajeet Sharma were not for the treatment of heart.  Consequently Shri Rohan Sachdeva made complaints against the Dr. Sharma holding him responsible for the death of his father.

Dr. Vishwajeet Sharma in his written statement averred that on 5th October, 2010 at 5.00 p.m. a patient named Shri Rajendra Sachdeva accompanied with his brother Shri Kishore Sachdeva visited Sarthak Hospital and requested for an E.C.G.  The technician of the said Hospital did E.C.G of the patient.  That he was about to leave the said hospital and had already started his car outside the premises when the E.C.G. was brought to him by attendant of the patient.  On seeing the E.C.G. which did not reveal any significant changes to the best of his knowledge, he advised them to consult their physician.  Meanwhile, on request of patient’s attendant, he prescribed him some medicines on a slip on humanitarian grounds for the time being, without charging any consultation fee.  However, the patient snatched the incomplete prescription by saying that he would consult his family doctor as he had come only for E.C.G.  The patient himself insisted that it is just gastritis due to heavy meal on road side Dhaba and left the place in haste.  Dr. Vishwajeet Sharma further averred that cause of death is unknown and he understand that no post-mortem has been conducted to ascertain the exact cause and time of death. In absence of post-mortem it cannot be ascertained under what circumstances where and when the patient had died. 

In light of the above, the Delhi Medical Council   observes  that  one  of  the 
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E.C.G lead (aVF) is missing in the E.C.G. provided by the Police and the same also does not show any evidence of Myocardial Infarction. For suspicion of coronary event and on the request of the relatives, Dr. Vishwajeet Sharma did prescribe emergency treatment.  

It is, therefore, the decision of the Delhi Medical Council  that no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of Dr. Vishwajeet Sharma in the treatment provided by him to late Shri Rajender Sachdeva at Sarthak Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed.
