The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Mrs. Manju Bala r/o. D-230, 2nd Floor, Near-Delhi Convent School, Ganesh Nagar, Opp. Mother Dairy, Delhi – 110092, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Sunita Gupta, in the treatment administered to complainant’s sister-in-law Smt. Ashu Shivam alias Chanchal Shivam.

On perusal of the complaint and documents submitted therewith, the Delhi Medical Council noted that the patient Smt. Ashu Shivam was a diabetic patient with a very high blood sugar (238 mg/dl) and very high Hb A1c (10.30%).  She had a missed abortion at 9 weeks confirmed on ultrasound.  It is observed that uncontrolled diabetes mellitus can cause miscarriage (abortion).   Regarding Rh. negative blood group, the patient should be given Anti D injection after evacuation for missed abortion to prevent Rh isoimmunization in future pregnancies.  Rh. isoimmunization does not cause missed abortion.  Hence missed abortion in this case is not due to not giving anti D injection and there is no negligence on the part of doctor as far as this missed abortion is concerned.  However, anti D injection should have been given after evacuation of missed abortion to prevent Rh. isoimmunization in next pregnancy.  

In view of the above, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that prima facie no case of medical negligence is made out against Dr. Sunita Gupta in the treatment administered by her to Smt. Ashu Shivam.

Complaint stands disposed.
