O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Disciplinary Committee examined a complaint of Shri Prem Kishan Jaiswal r/o. RZ-56A, Gali No. 1, Durga Park, Nasirpur, Dwarka, New Delhi – 110045 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Hem Raj Jain Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother Smt. Kamlawati (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Hem Raj Jain Hospital, Nursing Home No. 1, Block C-1, Janakpuri, New Delhi – 110058 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).

The Order of the Disciplinary Committee dated 27th September, 2013 is reproduced herein-below :-

“The Disciplinary Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Prem Kishan Jaiswal r/o. RZ-56A, Gali No. 1, Durga Park, Nasirpur, Dwarka, New Delhi – 110045 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Hem Raj Jain Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother Smt. Kamlawati (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Hem Raj Jain Hospital, Nursing Home No. 1, Block C-1, Janakpuri, New Delhi – 110058 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).
The Disciplinary Committee perused the complaint, joint written statement of Dr. C.K. Jain and Dr. O.P. Jain, Medical Superintendent, Hemraj Jain Hospital & Maternity Home; copy of histopathology report of Mrs. Kamlawati (SR. No. 4534, S.K.P./09/772) dated 9.9.2009, copy of medical records of Hemraj Jain Hospital & Maternity Home and other documents on record.

It is alleged by the complainant that Dr. Mrs. C.K. Jain who had conducted vaginal hysterectomy with repair of cystocele and rectocele on 3rd September, 2009, did not subject the removed uterus for histopathogical examination, as a result subsequently, inspite of the patient being in follow-up treatment of Dr. C.K. Jain, the patient developed carcinoma rectum whose manifestations were never noted by Dr. C.K. Jain nor Dr. O.P Jain, as they treated the patient for constipation and piles.  The patient subsequently was operated for carcinoma rectum at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, Rajinder Nagar, New Delhi-110060 and continues to suffer with the problems associated with such ailment.  The aforementioned lapse on part of Dr. C.K. Jain and Dr. O.P. Jain constitute medical negligence. 
Dr. C.K. Jain and Dr. O.P. Jain in their joint written statement of averred that the patient a sixty years old female, was admitted in the said Hospital on 3rd September, 2009 with diagnosis of complete uterine prolapse (procidentia) with cystocele and rectocele.  She was treated for cervical decubitus ulcer for about three weeks prior to her admission in the said hospital.  The ulcer used to bleed off and on.  At no point of time, she was ever told that it was cancer of the uterus.  The patient underwent vaginal hysterectomy with repair of cystocele and rectocele.  The operation was conducted by gynaecologist Dr.(Mrs.) C.K. Jain and assisted by another gynaecologist Dr.(Mrs.) Sneh Maheshwari on 3rd September, 2009.  Post-operative period was

uneventful.  The uterus with cervix was sent for histopathological examination to City X-Ray & Scane Clinic, Tilak Nagar, New Delhi.  The patient was discharged on 7th September, 2009 and on the discharge slip, it was clearly mentioned that specimen has been sent for histopathological examination and the patient was also told to collect the report within one week from the date of discharge.  The histopathology report was received after the patient was discharged and it showed cystic glandular hyperplasia with chronic cervicitis which is benign and a non-cancerous disease.  The photocopy of histopathology report was given to the attendant during the follow-up period and was thoroughly discussed.  Approximately, after one year of vaginal hysterectomy which was successfully conducted, the patient complained of severe constipation and bleeding per rectum and patient was referred to surgeon Dr. O.P. Jain who examined and advised urgent CECT abdomen.   The CECT abdomen report was not shown to them and the patient did not report for further follow-up.  It may also be mentioned that colonoscopy was neither advised nor the report show to them.  Medical negligence or misconduct cannot be made against the treating doctor or the hospital.
In view of the above, the Disciplinary Committee makes the following observations :-

1. The vaginal hysterectomy conducted by Dr. C.K. Jain on 3rd September, 2009 was as per accepted professional practices in such cases.  
2. The Discharge Summary of the said Hospital (D.O.A. 3.9.2009 and D.O.D. 7.9.2009) makes a mention that uterus was sent for histopathogical examination.

It is noted that histopathology report of City X-ray & Scan Clinic Sr. No. 4534 dated 5.9.2009 gave the impression “cystic glandular hyperplasia chronic cervicitis”.
3.  Later on she developed bleeding P/R for which the surgeon was contacted, who advised C.T. scan and C.T. scan’s findings show sign of CA Rectum. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is the decision of the Disciplinary Committee that no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of doctors of Hem Raj Jain Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother at Hem Raj Jain Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed.”
