O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station Hari Nagar, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Pyare Lal, father of Ms. Nirmal r/o. RZ-5B, Palam Vihar, Sector-6, Dwarka, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the patient), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Deen Dayal Upadhayay Hospital, Hari Nagar, New Delhi-110064 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 18th April, 2012 is reproduced hereinbelow :-
“The Executive Committee of Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station Hari Nagar, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Pyare Lal, father of Ms. Nirmal r/o. RZ-5B, Palam Vihar, Sector-6, Dwarka, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the patient), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Deen Dayal Upadhayay Hospital, Hari Nagar, New Delhi-110064 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).
The Executive Committee perused the representation from the Police, statement of defence of Dr. S. P Baluja, Deputy Medical Superintendent, Deen Dayal Upadhaya Hospital, copy of medical records of Deen Dayal Upadhaya Hospital, Post-Mortem report no. 1003/07 dated 3.11.07, final opinion regarding cause of death dated 2.5.11 and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee observes that the patient a sixty year old male was posted for open reduction and internal fixation with interlocking nail left tibia for fracture both bone left leg under SA+EA on 2nd November, 2007 at Deen Dayal Upadhaya  Hospital.   The patient developed massive peri-operative MI after administration of anaesthesia, presented as palpitation, sweating and chest pain followed by bradycardia, hypotension and cardiac arrest.  The patient was declared dead at 1.35 p.m. on 2nd November, 2007 after he could not revived.

The final opinion as to cause of death dated 2nd May, 2011 in respect of Post-Mortem No. 1003/07 dated 3rd November, 2007 concluded that cause of death of late Pyare Lal was irreversible cardiac arrest developed after induction of spinal anaesthesia.

It is noted that the patient had undergone pre-anaesthesia check up.  At all stages, the patient was managed properly as per standard protocol guidelines with the available resources.  It was unfortunate  that  the  patient  could  not  be  revived  as  he  developed  cardiac  arrest  following myocardial ischemia.

In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out in the treatment administered to late Pyare Lal at Deen Dayal Upadhaya Hospital”.

Matter stands disposed.
