O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri P.K. Chauhan, Advocate, Ch. No. D-313, Karkardooma Courts, Delhi– 110032, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence & professional misconduct on the part of Dr. Ashok Grover, Dr. Manish Kumar, Dr. Vinay Aggarwal and Pushpanjali Medical Centre, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father Kailash Singh Chauhan at Pushpanjali Medical Centre, A-15, Pushpanjali, Vikas Marg Extn., Delhi – 110092, resulting in his death on 23.8.2011.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 12th June, 2012 is reproduced hereinbelow :-

“The Executive Committee of Delhi Medical Council examined complaint of Shri P.K. Chauhan, Advocate, Ch. No. D-313, Karkardooma Courts, Delhi– 110032, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence & professional misconduct on the part of Dr. Ashok Grover, Dr. Manish Kumar, Dr. Vinay Aggarwal and Pushpanjali Medical Centre, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father Kailash Singh Chauhan (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Pushpanjali Medical Centre, A-15, Pushpanjali, Vikas Marg Extn., Delhi – 110092 (referred hereinafter as the said hospital), resulting in his death on 23.8.2011.

The Executive Committee noted that in addition to the complaint of Shri P.K. Chauhan which has been forwarded by Medical Council of India, the same complaint of Shri P.K. Chauhan, alleging medical negligence in the treatment of complainant’s father Shri Kailash Singh Chauhan against doctors of Pushpanjali Medical Centre alongwith the reply thereto of Pushpanaji Medical Centre has been forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi for enquiry by Delhi Medical Council vide reference No. F.23/121/MSNH-II/DHS/NH/5243 dated 30th January, 2012.

The   Executive   Committee   perused   the   complaint,    reply    of    Dr. Manish   Kumar,    Medical Superintendent, Pushpanjali Medical Centre made to Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT

of Delhi, copy of medical records of Pushpanajali Medical Centre, Indraprastha Apollo Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee observes that the patient Shri Kailash Singh Chauhan, a known case of COPD with hypertension, was admitted at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital on 7th August, 2011 with diagnosis of COPD with acute exacerbation with acute on chronic respiratory failure.  The patient had SPO2 of 80 percent on room-air.  The patient was managed as per standard protocol in ICU and required ventilatory support on 9th August, 2011.  He was extubated on 10th August, 2011 and kept in ICU till 14th August, 2011.  The patient was shifted to ward on 14th August, 2011 on BiPAP support.  On 16th August, 2011, he developed left sided pneumonia and was shifted back to the ICU from where he was discharged on request on bronchodilators, BiPAPs support, antibiotics, steroids and other supportive drugs on 17th August, 2011.  The patient was thereafter admitted on 17th August, 2011 in Pushpanajali Medical Centre with diagnosis of pneumonia and respiratory failure and his infection was not under control and he remained sick throughout his admission in Pushpanajli Medical Centre inspite of being managed as per the standard protocol in such cases as is reflected in the investigations and physician’s progress notes of Pushpanajli Medical Centre.  The patient died due to his underlying condition which has a bad prognosis inspite of being treated in accordance with the accepted professional practices

In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prim-facie no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of doctors of Pushpanajali Medical Centre, in the treatment administered to late Kailash Chauhan.  

Complaint stands disposed”.
