O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Deputy Commissioner of Police (East District), Delhi, forwarded by Govt. of NCT of Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of late Disha, w/o Shri Jai Kishanr, r/o, 178, Bank Enclave, Laxmi Nagar, Delhi, alleged due to medical negligence on the part of doctors of Lifeline, A-13, Priyadarshini Vihar, Delhi-110092.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 14th October, 2016 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Deputy Commissioner of Police (East District), Delhi, forwarded by Govt. of NCT of Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of late Disha, w/o Shri Jai Kishanr, r/o, 178, Bank Enclave, Laxmi Nagar, Delhi, allegedly due to medical negligence on the part of doctors of Lifeline, A-13, Priyadarshini Vihar, Delhi-110092(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).
The Executive Committee perused the representation from the police, post-mortem report No.643/2011 dated 20.07.2011, subsequent opinion dated 23.03.2016  regarding  cause of death in respect of the post-mortem report No.643/2011 dated 20.07.2011, copy of medical records of medical records of Life Line Hospital and other documents on records, as supplied by the police.

The Executive Committee observes that as per post-mortem report no. 643/2011 dated 20th July, 2011 and subsequent opinion dated 23rd March, 2016 the cause of death has been opined to be natural. It is noted that the deceased Smt. Disha who had pregnancy of 6months 22 days was administered Iron Sucrose (Injection FerriKind-5100) intra venous, at Life Line Hospital on 18th July, 2011 following which she had anaphylactic reaction and died at 12:15 pm on 18th July, 2011 inspite of all resuscitative measures initiated in the Hospital. It is observed thatz this  salt  of  Iron  is

known for low allergenicity, but as it is well established in medical literature any drug can give features of anaphylactic shock. It is unfortunate that the deceased had this kind of reaction to second injection of Iron sucrose given intra venous, as earlier, as per casualty card of Lifeline Hospital, the same injection was administered on 16th July, 2011 also.
In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Lifeline Hospital, in the treatment administered to late Smt. Disha at Lifeline Hospital
Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 14th October, 2016 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 17th October, 2016 .
