O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Disciplinary Committee examined a representation from Addl. Dy. Commissioner of Police (South East District), New Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Inzmam s/o. Mohd. Tahir r/o. C-23, Okhla Vihar Jhuggi, Jamia Nagar, New Delhi, allegedly due to medical negligence on the part of doctors of Iqbal Faizi Charitable Medical Centre, in the treatment administered to late Inzmam at Iqbal Faizi Charitable Medical Centre, B-43, Okhla Vihar, Jamia Nagar, New Delhi, resulting in his death on 23.8.2011 at All India Institute of Medical Sciences, where he was subsequently treated.
The  Order  of  the  Disciplinary  Committee  dated  19th May, 2015  is   reproduced   herein-

below :-
“The Disciplinary Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Addl. Dy. Commissioner of Police (South East District), New Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Inzmam s/o. Mohd. Tahir r/o. C-23, Okhla Vihar Jhuggi, Jamia Nagar, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant), allegedly due to medical negligence on the part of doctors of Iqbal Faizi Charitable Medical Centre, in the treatment administered to late Inzmam (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Iqbal Faizi Charitable Medical Centre, B-43, Okhla Vihar, Jamia Nagar, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Medical Centre), resulting in his death on 23.8.2011 at All India Institute of Medical Sciences, where he was subsequently treated.

The Disciplinary Committee perused the representation from Police, written statement of Dr. Md. Iftekhar Alam, Dr. Iqbal Faizi Medical Superintendent, Iqbal Faizi Charitable Medical Centre, copy of medical records of Iqbal Faizi Charitable Medical Centre, Maxfort Hospital, All India   Institute   of   Medical   Sciences, copy  of    post-mortem   report 
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No.779/2011 dated 26.8.20144, MLC No. 64216/11 and other documents on record. 

The following were heard in person  :-

The complainant Shri Mohd.Tahir failed to appear before the Disciplinary Committee inspite of notice.  
It is alleged in the representation of the Additional Commissioner of Police that on 23rd August, 2011, information was received from the All India Institute of Medical Sciences that the patient was admitted by the complainant due to medicine infection.  This information was lodged vide D.D. No 46-B, at Police Station Jamia Nagar, New Delhi and the same was entrusted to Head Constable Shri Ved Prakash Vide Prasad, No. 1594/SE.  Later on, the patient was declared dead vide DD No. 35-A and the same was handed over to SI Gokul Ram who reached All India Institute of Medical Sciences.  SI Gogul Ram recorded the statements of the complainant and uncle of the patient.  In their statements, they stated that on 22nd August, 2011 at about 10.00 a.m., the patient was playing on the cycle-rickshaw from where the patient fell down and sustained injury in his leg.  They brought the patient to nearest said Medical Centre for the treatment.  The patient remained under treatment in the said Medical Centre till the morning of 23rd August, 2011 and after that the patient further referred to some other Hospital. Thus, the patient was brought to All India Institute of Medical Sciences on 23rd August, 2011 where the patient got admitted by the complainant vide MLC No.64216 and on the same day  during  the  treatment, patient  expired.  
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The complainant has alleged that the patient expired due to negligence of the said Medical Centre.  The post-mortem was conducted on 26th August, 2011 by a Medical Board of doctors, duly constituted by the Government of NCT of Delhi.  They prepared the post-mortem report No.779/2001 in which it was opined that the cause of death is septicaemic shock, due to widespread infection as a result of infected injury of lower limb as described, caused by blunt force trauma.  The injuries are ante-mortem and are possible in fall.  The patient had undergone the treatment for his condition from a private nursing home.  Further, the medical board gave direction to I/O to scrutinize the credentials of the doctors of the said Medical Centre and take proper action as per law.  In view of allegation of negligence on the part of the treating doctors, the case is to be referred to the Delhi Medical for further necessary action.  It is, therefore, requested that the opinion as to whether any negligence is attributed to the doctor who has conducted surgery on the leg of the patient, may kindly be conveyed to this office, so that further necessary action could be taken accordingly.  
Dr. Md. Iftekhar Alam, Orthopaedican, Iqbal Faizy Nursing Home and Charitable Medical Centre in his written statement averred that he is a orthopaedic specialist having the qualifications of M.B.B.S.(Aligarh Muslim University, 2004 and D. Ortho (Aligarh Muslim University, 2006).  He is registered with the Delhi Medical Council under registration No.32815 dated 25th January, 2007.  There was no medical negligence in the treatment of the patient.  At 11.00 a.m. on 22nd August, 2011, the patient, aged five years, was examined at the said Medical Centre, following injury to left leg following a fall from cycle rickshaw.  The patient was examined by Dr. Iftekhar Alam.   The  patient  was  admitted 
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for plaster application.  The x-ray showed compound fracture lower leg both bones at the lower end.  The wound was cleaned.  Closed reduction was done but could not be stabilized.  Sterilized K wire was inserted percutaneously for stabilization under local anaesthesia.  The stitches were applied.  At 4.00 p.m., high fever 105 degree was found.  The cold sponging was done.  Syrup ibugestic was given.  At 7.30 p.m., the patient was found to have abdominal distension.  The patient was drowsy.  The temperature was 100 degrees.  Hemoglobin was 12.5 g%.  Immediate call was sent to the paediatrician for further management.  At 8.30 p.m., the patient was seen by Dr. Shamseer, paediatrician.  The patient was pale, the pulse was 146/min.; respiration as 40/min.; the temperature was 102 degree.  The patient was shifted to Max Forte Hospital, F-3A, Kalindi Kunj Road, Abul Fazal Enclave, Jamia Nagar, Delhi.  The patient was taken to Max Forte Hospital by Dr. Shamseer, Paediatrician, in his own car.  
Shri Iqbal Ahmad Faizy, Medical Superintendent, Iqbal Faizi Charitable Medical Centre in his written statement averred that the said Medical Centre has been in existence for last about twenty years as an OPD clinic/day care centre till 13th November, 2011 and ceased to exist after that from 14th November, 2012 onward.  The said Medical Centre came into existence and was duly registered under the Delhi Nursing Home Registration Act, 1953.  The patient, aged five years, was seen as a day care patient at the then existing said Medical Centre and remained under treatment/observation there on between 11.00 a.m. to 8.30 p.m., when the patient was transferred to regular nursing home and was admitted there.  There was no medical negligence in the treatment of the patient in respect of whose death an opinion has been sought  by  the  Additional 
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Commissioner Police (South East District), New Delhi.  The details of the doctors who treated the patient are Dr. Iftekhar, who has already received notice from the Delhi Medical Council in this connection.  Dr. Md. Shamseer Akhtar, DCH is registered with the Delhi Medical Council.
In view of the above, the Disciplinary Committee makes the following observations:-

1) It is noted that the patient a five years old child with history of fall from rickshaw and with the rickshaw tyre running over the left leg of the patient, was admitted in the said Medical Centre on 22nd August, 2011 at 11.00 a.m.  The patient was diagnosed as a case of compound grade-I fracture of both bones of left leg.  As per the O.T. notes of the said Medical Centre, close reduction was done but could not be stabilized.  Sterilized K wire was inserted percutaneously for stabilization under local anaesthesia.  The stitches and POP cast were applied around 4.00 p.m. (22-8-11), the patient developed high grade fever (105 degree F) for which cold sponging and ibugesic were given.  At 7.30 p.m., the patient complained of abdominal distention and drowsiness, for which a call was send for paediatrician. Dr. Shamsher, Paediatrician saw the patient at 8.30 p.m. who advise the patient to be shifted to Maxfort Hospital, Jamia Nagar, New Delhi for further management.  The patient was admitted in Maxfort Hospital at 9.30 p.m. (22-8-11).   He was diagnosed with post-operated compound fracture of left leg both bones with setipcemia  and  managed  conservatively.  
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The condition of the patient continued to deteriorate and since he required ICU ventilator support, he was shifted to higher centre for further management on 23rd August, 2011.  The patient was admitted in the All India Institute of Medical Sciences on 23rd August, 2011 at 10.05 a.m. with fast breathing, cold extremities, in shock and was diagnosed as a case of post-traumatic septic shock.  Inspite of treatment, the patient continued to deteriorate and succumbed at 5.30 p.m. (23-8-11).  The cause of death as per the post-mortem report No.779/2011 dated 26th August, 2011 was septicaemic shock, due to wide-spread infection as a result of infected injury of lower limb caused by blunt force trauma.  

2) It is observed that the treating orthopedic surgeon treated the patient as per accepted professional practices in such cases, as he first followed the closed reduction after debridement of the wound and seeing that the reduction was unstable opted for fixation of the fragments.  When the patient became serious in the evening nursing home shifted the patient to higher treatment centre and a doctor accompanied the patient, where the patient was treated overnight, subsequently they also shifted the patient when the condition further deteriorated to still higher centre (AIIMS) where after about 8 hours of stay the child succumbs to his injuries.  The post-mortem mentions only injury of left leg which was infected.  No other injury was found.  The cause of death was septicaemic shock.  
3) It is observed that at the time of this incidence, Iqbal Faizi Charitable Medical Centre was not registered with the Directorate 
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of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, hence, the surgical procedure performed in this case, should not have been done at an unregistered Centre.  Dr. Md. Iftekhar Alam is, therefore, guilty 
of violation of provisions of Regulation 1.9 of the Indian Medical Council (Professional Conduct, Etiquette and Ethics), Regulations, 2002.
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is the decision of the Disciplinary Committee that no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of doctors of Iqbal Faizi Charitable Medical Centre in the treatment administered to late Inzaman.  However, a warning be issued to Dr. Md. Iftekhar Alam (Delhi Medical Council Registration No.32815) for operating at a Centre which was unregistered at the time of incident in question and appropriate action be taken by the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, in this regard against Iqbal Faizi Charitable Medical Centre.
Matter stands disposed. 
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The Order of the Disciplinary Committee dated 19th May, 2015 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 21st May, 2015.

The Council also confirmed the punishment of warning awarded to Dr. Md. Iftekhar Alam (Delhi Medical Council Registration No.32815) by the Disciplinary Committee.
