O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Addl. Dy. Commissioner of Police (South East District), New Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of late Ram Parkash Gupta r/o. RZ/1412/26, Tughlakabad Extn., New Delhi, allegedly due to medical negligence in the treatment administered to late Ram Prakash Gupta at Batra Hospital & Medical Research Centre (referred hereinafter as the said hospital), resulting in his death on 18.5.2007.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 6th January, 2014 is reproduced hereinbelow:-

“The Executive Committee of Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Addl. Dy. Commissioner of Police (South East District), New Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of late Ram Parkash Gupta r/o. RZ/1412/26, Tughlakabad Extn., New Delhi, allegedly due to medical negligence in the treatment administered to late Ram Prakash Gupta (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Batra Hospital & Medical Research Centre (referred hereinafter as the said hospital), resulting in his death on 18.5.2007.

The Executive Committee perused the representation from police, written statement of Dr. Navin Kumar, Additional Medical Superintendent, Batra Hospital, copy of medical records of Batra Hospital, copy of Post Mortem report No. 606/07, FSL report No. 2011/C-6832 dated 25.7.2013 and subsequent opinion dated 13.9.2013 in respect of post mortem report No. 606/07 and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee noted that patient Shri Ram Prakash Gupta with a history of alleged road traffic accident on 13.4.2007 where his head, left arm and abdomen was injured, after receiving first aid at a local hospital was  admitted  in  Batra  Hospital  & Medical Research Centre on 13.4.2007.  
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The patient underwent exploratory laparotomy with repair of liver tear with splenectomy and repair of Duodenal tear on 13.4.2007.  Subsequently on 16.4.2007 he underwent interlocking for (L) humerus fracture.  The post operative  period  was  uneventful  and  the  patient  was  discharged  on 24.4.2007. Subsequently the patient had to be admitted on number of occasions mainly with complaints of hematemesis for which he was investigated and treated conservatively and discharged.  On 18.5.2007, the patient had episodes of hemaemesis and was treated in the SICU at the said Hospital.  The patient had sudden UGI bleed with bradycardia and in spite of all resuscitative measures could not be revived and declared dead on 18.5.2007 at 7.45 am.  

As per the subsequent opinion dated 13.9.2013 in respect of Post Mortem report No. 606/07 dated 18.5.2007 the cause of death was shock due to upper gastrointestinal bleeding from duodenum ulceration site.  

In view of the above, the Executive Committee observed that the patient had a stormy post operative course for which he was admitted every time and treated as per the accepted professional practices in such case.  The patient died due to his underlying condition and not due to any negligence on the part of the treating doctors of Batra Hospital & Medical Research Centre.  It is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima facie no case of medical negligence is made out in the treatment administered to late Ram Prakash Gupta at Batra Hospital & Medical Research Centre. 

Matter stands disposed.” 
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 6th January, 2014 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 15th January, 2014.
