O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Naresh Chand (referred hereinafter as the complainant), R-561, New Rajinder Nagar, Shankar Road, New Delhi-110060, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. K.K. Trehan and Dr. S.K. Sethi, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Mata Chanan Devi Hospital, C-1, Janakpuri, New Delhi-110058 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital). 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 10th October, 2013 is reproduced hereinbelow:-

“The Executive Committee of Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Naresh Chand (referred hereinafter as the complainant), R-561, New Rajinder Nagar, Shankar Road, New Delhi-10060, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. K.K. Trehan and Dr. S.K. Sethi, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Mata Chanan Devi Hospital, C-1, Janakpuri, New Delhi-110058 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital). 

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. K.K. Trehan, Dr. S.K. Sethi, Dr. Nidhi Saran, Medical Superintendent, Mata Chanan Devi Hospital, copy of medical records of Mata Chanan Devi Hospital, Khetarpal Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee observed that the complainant Shri Naresh Chand who was operated on 13.7.2011 at Mata Chanan Devi Hospital for prolapsed Inflammed haemorrhoids for which haemorrhoidal anopexy with fissurectomy was performed.  The complainant again visited the hospital on 20.7.2011 for pain in perianal region for which the treatment was given.  However, after that complainant did not come back to the said Hospital and according to the complainant his problem persisted and he has gone to Khetarpal hospital where he was operated again and as per complainant’s records he was relieved of his complaints.  Sometimes after surgery for haemorrhoids external skin tags can persists for some time and usually do not require surgery in most of the cases and regress spontaneously.  

In view of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima facie, no case of medical negligence is made out against Dr. K.K. Trehan and Dr. S.K. Sethi of Mata Chanan Devi Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant Shri Naresh Chand at Mata Chanan Devi Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 10th October, 2013 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 27th November, 2013.
