The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Dr. Shoma Munshi r/o 294, Sheikh Sarai (RPS Flats), Phase-1, New Delhi-110017 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Sitaram Bharatiya Institute of Science and Research, B-16, Qutuab Institutional Area, New Delhi-110016 and Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, Delhi-110076, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father late Wg. Cdr. Anil Chandra Munshi (referred hereinafter as the patient), resulting in his death.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 7th February, 2013 is reproduced hereinbelow :-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Dr. Shoma Munshi, r/o 294, Sheikh Sarai (RPS Flats), Phase-1, New Delhi-110017 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Sitaram Bharatiya Institute of Science and Research, B-16, Qutuab Institutional Area, New Delhi-110016 and Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, Delhi-110076, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s father late Wg. Cdr. Anil Chandra Munshi (referred hereinafter as the patient), resulting in his death.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint and documents submitted therewith

The Executive Committee noted that the patient late Anil Chandra Munshi, 84 years old male, was primarily suffering from coronary artery disease with interstitial  lung  disease  with  hypertension and was under constant care of 
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Dr. J.N Pandey of Sita Ram Bhartiya Institute & Research Centre for the last ten years.  The patient developed diarrhoea, urosepsis and infection in the respiratory system, and later on succumbed to his illness on 18th December, 2010 after receiving treatment at Sita Ram Bhartiya Institute & Research Centre and Indraprastha Apollo Hospital. Delhi.
In view of the above, the Executive Committee makes the following observations :-
1. The complainant had questioned every drug and every modality of treatment which was given to the patient by various treating physicians at different institutions. 
2. The treatment provided to the patient by various consultants at Sita Ram Bhartiya Institute of Science & Research and Indraprastha Apollo Hospital was as per the standard guidelines and protocols, taking into account the severity of the disease and the pre-existing co-morbid conditions.
In light of the observations, made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Sitaram Bharatiya Institute of Science & Research and Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s father late Wg. Cdr. Anil Chandra Munshi.
Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 7th February, 2013 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 27th February, 2013.
