The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Bhagwat Singh, r/o, A-93, J.J. Camp, Tigri, New Delhi-110062 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Batra Hospital & Medical Research Centre, 1, Tughlakabad Institutional Area, Mehrauli-Badarpur Road, New Delhi-110062 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to late Smt. Poonam (referred hereinafter as the patient), resulting in her death, Smt. Poonam subsequently received treatment at Safdarjung Hospital, New Delhi.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 25th February, 2013 is reproduced hereinbelow :-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical council examined a complaint of Shri Bhagwat Singh, r/o, A-93, J.J. Camp, Tigri, New Delhi-110062 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Batra Hospital & Medical Research Centre, 1, Tughlakabad Institutional Area, Mehrauli-Badarpur Road, New Delhi-110062 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to late Smt. Poonam (referred hereinafter as the patient), resulting in her death, Smt. Poonam subsequently received treatment at Safdarjung Hospital, New Delhi.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. (Col.) R.K. Sharma, Medical Superintendent, Batra Hospital & Medical Research Centre, copy of medical records of Batra Hospital & Medical Research Centre, medical records of Safdarjung Hospital and other documents on record.
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The Executive Committee noted that the patient was admitted at the said Hospital on 25th May, 2011 with complaints of pain lower abdomen and diarrhea for four months. The patient was examined, investigated and diagnosed as a case of carcinoma rectum with intestinal obstruction.  The patient underwent loop colostomy on 2nd July, 2011.  The patient, thereafter also, received radiotherapy.  The patient was discharged on 22nd July, 2011.  The patient subsequently received treatment at Safdarjung Hospital, Ansari Nagar, New Delhi-110029.
In light of the above, the Executive Committee observes that the patient was examined, investigated, diagnosed and treated as per standard protocol. The patient was suffering from carcinoma rectum, which can have a grave prognosis, inspite of best of treatment.  It is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that, prima-facie, no case of medical negligence is made out in the treatment administered to her at Batra Hospital & Medical Research Centre, the patient late Poonam died due to her underlying conditions, not due to medical negligence.
Complaint stands disposed.”
