The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Ms. Mukta Debnath, T-274/A, Baljeet Nagar, New Delhi – 110008 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Lok Nayak Hospital, New Delhi-110002, in the treatment administered to the complainant.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 25th February, 2013 is reproduced hereinbelow :-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Ms. Mukta Debnath, T-274/A, Baljeet Nagar, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Lok Nayak Hospital, New Delhi-110002, in the treatment administered to the complainant.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint and copy of medical records supplied by the complainant.  
The Executive Committee makes the following observations :-
1. The complainant had ear discharge for last ten years and on examination was found to have cholesteaoma as per O.P.D. records of Lok Nayak Hospital. 
2. Facial nerve paralysis following cholesteatoma surgery is a known complication and as per operative records of Lok Nayak Hospital, the complainant also had tympanosclerosis of middle ear which further increases the chances of injury to facial nerve as well as inner ear.  
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3. The normal course of management of post-operative facial paralysis is to re-explore the nerve and assess and repair the damage, which was done during the second surgery.  HRCT and M.R.I were not able to differentiate between the facial never and soft time present in the middle ear.  But during the third surgery done by Dr. Morwani at Balabhai Nanavati Hospital, the continuity of facial nerve was found to be maintained and only decompression was done. 
In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out, on the part of doctors of Lok Nayak Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant, as they promptly re-explored the ear on finding facial never paralyze post-operatively, and decompressed the nerve as was required. 
Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 25th February, 2013 was confirmed by the Delhi Medial Council in its meeting held on 27th February, 2013.
