The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Gaurav Gupta, 251, UFG Kailash Hill, New Delhi against Tyagi Hospital & Maternity Centre, 210, G.T. Road, Near Azadpur Subzi Mandi, Sarai Pipal Thala, Azadpur, New Delhi-110033.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 7th September, 2012 is reproduced hereinbelow:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Gaurav Gupta, 251, UFG Kailash Hill, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant) against Tyagi Hospital & Maternity Centre, 210, G.T. Road, Near Azadpur Subzi Mandi, Sarai Pipal Thala, Azadpur, New Delhi-110033.

On perusal of the representation, the Executive Committee observes that the complainant is seeking medical records of his wife undergoing abortion without his consent; he does not appear to have any locus standi, as per the facts and circumstances, detailed in his representation.  The Executive Committee further observes that under the M.T.P. Act, consent of the husband is not required for undergoing abortion.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 7th September, 2012 came up confirmation before Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 3rd October, 2012 in Conference Room, Delhi Medical Council wherein “the Council observed that the matter be referred back to the Executive Committee for re-consideration on the issue regarding obtaining consent of the husband under the MTP Act.”

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 10th October, 2012 is reproduced hereinbelow :-

“The Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Garuav Gupta, 251, UFG Kailash Hill, New Delhi against Tyagi Hospital & Maternity Centre, 210, G.T. Road, Near Azadpur Subzi Mandi, Sarai Pipal Thala, Azadpur, New Delhi-110033, was taken up for re-consideration in terms of the minutes of the Council meeting dated 3.10.2012.

In reference to the query raised by the Delhi Medical Council, the Executive Committee observed / clarified that in its view under the MTP Act, 1971, consent of the husband is not required for undergoing abortion unless the case falls within the scope of Section 4(a) of MTP Act, 1971.

The Executive Committee modified its Order dated 7th September, 2012 to this extent.  The rest of the Order stands re-affirmed.”
