The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Ram Kumar alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Shanti Nursing Home in the treatment administered to his wife late Smt. Asha on 16.12.1003 resulting in her death.  The Medical Superintendent of Shanti Nursing Home in his reply denied, ever, administering any treatment to complainant’s wife at Shanti Nursing Home.  The complainant also could not produce any document to establish that his late wife received any treatment at Shanti Nursing Home.  In view of the above, the complaint stands dismissed. It is however observed that since Shanti Nursing Home is not registered with Directorate of Health Services, necessary action may be initiated by the Directorate of Health Services in this regard.
