O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Sharif Beg, r/o, F-14/3, Nafees  Road, Jagabai Extension, Jamia Nagar, New Delhi, alleging negligence on the part of doctors of Gulshan Medicare, G-2, South Extension, Part-2, New Delhi-110049 in the preparation of blood test report.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 23rd February, 2017 is reproduced herein- below:-
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Sharif Beg, r/o, F-14/3, Nafees Road, Jagabai Extension, Jamia Nagar, New Delhi(referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging negligence on the part of doctors of Gulshan Medicare, G-2, South Extension, Part-2, New Delhi-110049 in the preparation of blood test report.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of shri. Arshad Ahmad Siddique, Managing Director of Gulshan Medicare and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee notes that the complaint alleges that Shri. Sharif has received visa for the job of helper in Kuwait (Gulf Country). Embassy of Kuwait has authorize M/s Gulshan Medicare operating from G-2, South Extension Part-2 New Delhi-110049 for conducting medical checkup of those who has received work visa for Kuwait country. After getting all tests clear from M/s Gulshan Medicare, one can be allowed to visit to Kuwait for working there. After receiving all charges, the sample of blood was taken by M/s Gulshan Medicare for conducting all necessary tests one of which was HIV. 
The report dated 09th September, 2014 was issued by M/s Gulshan Medicare in which Sharif was disclosed HIV positive and declared medical unfit by M/s Gulshan Medicare. It was very shocking for Shri. Sharif because of two reason. One he was alleged to be HIV positive and second he become unable to work there in Kuwait and as well as worldwide. It was stated by the staff of M/s Gulshan Medicare that sharif cannot go to Kuwait for working there. Shri. Sharif requested for help then staff of M/s Gulshan Medicare demanded money for changing the HIV positive into HIV Negative. Thereafter blood sample of Sharif was deposited by to M/s Idus Lab stituated at 18/85, Street No.38 Zakir Nagar. M/s Idus Lab has also given report dated 25th September, 2014 and as per said report sharif was declared HIV Negative. In spite of that Sharif is facing social stigma as everyone is watching him with doubt. Wife of Sharif is not happy with Sharif and Sharif is facing Physical and mental harassment. It is requested to the Delhi Medical Council that legal action may kindly be taken against M/s Gulshan Medicare. 

Shri. Arshad Ahmad Siddique, Managing Director of Gulshan Medicare, in his written statement averred that as a matter of fact, the complainant approached the Gulshan Medicare on 08th September, 2014 for his medical check-up and after checking his blood sample, a preliminary report dated 09th September, 2014 was provided to him, which prima facie showed HIV positive in his blood. As an abundant caution, the complainant was again called on the next day i.e. on 10th September, 2014 for his fresh blood sample for re check-up and accordingly, the blood sample of the complainant was also sent to Head Quarter of the respondent No.01 at Mumbai. In re-check up, the complainant was found FIT and the said report showing him fit was handed over to the complainant on 06th November, 2014, which was duly acknowledged by him. However, the complainant has deliberately concealed the said fact from this Hon’ble Council. It is submitted that by using the medical certificate provided by the Gulshan Me to the complainant on 06th November, 2014, immediately thereafter, the complainant has flown 
to Kuwait and is presently employed for gain in Kuwait and the said fact has never been disclosed to this Hon’ble  Council. 

The Executive Committee notes that the patient who was declared HIV positive, should have been again tested before certifying the same. Doctors of Gulshan Medicare are advised to be careful in future. 
In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of negligence is made out on the part doctors of Gulshan Medicare in the preparation of blood test report.
Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 23rd February, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 09th March, 2017.
