O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from the Police Station Zaffarabad, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Mohd. Zaqir Zamal, V-850, Gali No.7, Vijay Park, Maujpur, Delhi-110053, alleging medical negligence in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Najma at Mamta Nursing Home, A-31/7/C, Red Light Maujpur, Delhi.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 12th April, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from the Police Station Zaffarabad, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Mohd. Zaqir Zamal, V-850, Gali No.7, Vijay Park, Maujpur, Delhi-110053(referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Najma (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Mamta Nursing Home, A-31/7/C, Red Light Maujpur, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Nursing Home).

The Executive Committee perused the representation from the Police Station Zaffarabad, Delhi, complaint of Shri Mohd. Zaqir Zamal, written statement of Dr. Mamta Kovind and Dr. Samir Pruthy of Mamta Nursing Home, copy of medical records of Mamta Nursing Home, Lok Nayak Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee observes that the patient Smt Najma was asked for laparoscopic cholecystectomy at Mamta Nursing Home on 15.12.2013, and discharged on 19.12.2013 and subsequently referred to G.B. Pant Hospital New Delhi, as the patient was suspected to have some abdominal collection due to ​​​? cystic duct leak.  Subsequently the patient was diagnosed with on CBD injury and hepaticojejunostomy was done at LNJPN Hospital. The Executive Committee opines that CBD injury is one of the known complications of laparoscopic cholecystectomy, hence, prima facie, no case of medical negligence is made out; in fact the doctors of Mamta Nursing Home did the right thing by referring the patient to a higher centre on suspicion of such complication.

Complaint stands disposed.
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 12th April, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 27th April, 2017.
