O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri B.K. Singh s/o Late Shri R.B.Singh, r/o- 1433, Shora Kothi, Subji Mandi, Ghanta Ghar, Delhi-110007, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr.Prakash Khanduri, Dr.Rajeev, Dr. Avinash and St. Stephen’s Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Late Smt. Hema Devi at St. Stephen’s Hospital, Delhi-110054, resulting in her death on 02.09.2014.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 14th March, 2016 is reproduced herein-below: 
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri B.K. Singh s/o Late Shri R.B.Singh, r/o- 1433, Shora Kothi, Subji Mandi, Ghanta Ghar, Delhi-110007(referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Prakash Khanduri, Dr. Rajeev, Dr. Avinash and St. Stephen’s Hospital(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Late Smt. Hema Devi (referred hereinafter as the patient) at St. Stephen’s Hospital, Delhi-110054, resulting in her death on 02.09.2014. 
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, joint written statement of Dr. Prakash Khanduri, Dr. Rajeev Sharma, Dr. Avinash Sharma, Dr. Ras Bage, Medical Superintendent of St. Stephens Hospital, copy of medical records of St. Stephens Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee observes that the patient had bile duct injury during the procedure of cholecystectomy which is reported in 0.3/%-0.6% of the cases. The protocol for the management of such cases includes endoscopic or ultrasound guided precutaneous biliary drainage. In  this  particular  case  after  MRCP, ultrasound guided drainage was done. Following drainage   the    condition    of   the   patient   improved  
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and she was discharged. However because of persistant drainage of bile, the patient was again admitted on 22nd July, 2014 for ERCP to detect the site of leak. ERCP was carried out at St. Stephen’s Hospital on 23rd July, 2014. The ERCP revealed multiple CBD stones with bile leak but biliary stenting was not technically possible.

As per the record, the patient was advised to undergo surgical repair after a waiting period of twelve weeks from the first Surgery. During the waiting period, another attempt was made for biliary stenting at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital. However stenting could not be done. The patient was admitted on 18th August, 2015 for surgical management of the​​ biliary complication on 31st August, 2014; the patient developed myocardial ischemia and died on 2nd September, 2014.  All the protocols were followed for the management of ​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​bile duct injury.

In view of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of on the part of Dr. Prakash Khanduri, Dr. Rajeev, Dr. Avinash and St. Stephen’s Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Late Smt. Hema Devi at St. Stephen’s Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed..  “
