O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Surendra Kumar Singh s/o Late Shri. Bali Ram Singh, G-11/79, Sector-15, Rohini, New Delhi-110085,forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Mithlesh Kumar Singh of Bhagwati Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s daughter Late baby Jiya at Bhagwati Hospital, CS/OCF-5, (Near Popular Apartment & Mother Dairy Booth) Sector-13, Rohini, Delhi-85, resulting in her death on15.03.2015
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 02nd February, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:-
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a  complaint of Shri Surendra Kumar Singh s/o Late Shri. Bali Ram Singh, G-11/79, Sector-15, Rohini, New Delhi-110085 (referred hereinafter as the complainant),forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Mithlesh Kumar Singh of Bhagwati Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s daughter Late baby Jiya at Bhagwati Hospital, CS/OCF-5,(Near Popular Apartment & Mother Dairy Booth) Sector-13, Rohini, Delhi-110085(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in her death on15.03.2015.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Naresh Pamnani, Medical Superintendent of Bhagwati Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. M.K. Singh, copy of medical records of Bhagwati Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee notes that the child baby Jiya 11 years old female was referred from Baba Saheb Ambedkar Hospital and was admitted in Bhagwati Hospital on 12th March, 2015 at 12:25pm in a state of shock. She had severe metabolic acidosis (PH <6.9). Her RBS was 350 mg % and urine ketones were positive. She was diagnosed as a case of  Diabetic ketoacidosis (DKA). On admission, the child was unconscious  and she was in a state of shock, at Bhagwati Hospital. She was admitted in ICU and treatment was started immediately (Insulin infusion, IV antibiotics, NS bolus, O2). She showed improvement and regained consciousness. She was extubated next day i-e. 13th March, 2015. However in the evening of 13th March, 2015 at 7pm her condition deteriorated . She had severe respiratory distress. She also had azotemia (Blood Urea 58mg/dl, Serum Creatinine 2.4mg/dl). Chest x-ray showed consolidation with left sided pleural effusion. She also had severe metabolic acidosis (PH<6.9). She was again put on ventilatory support and ionotropes. However her condition further worsened and she expired on 15th March, 2015. 
It is noted that as per records that the parents were counseled about the nature of the disease, severity of illness and poor prognosis during her admission and the father had signed high risk consent form also. After reviewing the available hospital records, it is clear that the child was properly investigated, her diagnosis was correct and proper treatment was given at Bhagwati Hospital. 

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Mithlesh Kumar Singh of Bhagwati Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s daughter Late baby Jiya at Bhagwati Hospital , resulting in her death on15.03.2015.
