O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri K. Raghu Raj Singh, forwarded by Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre, Rohini, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Centre), in the treatment administered to the complaint’s son late Shiv Raj Singh, resulting in his death on 31-08-03. The Council examined the complaint, reply of Dr Y.P.Bhatia, Chief Executive Officer, Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre, Rohini, Delhi, case papers of the said Centre and looked into the allegation that the IV contrast media during CT Scan was injected without consent.  It is observed that the patient was a case of testicular tumour right side and was operated for right sided Orchidectomy on 29-08-03.  During the follow up the patient was taken for CT Scan on 31st August, 2003.  It is stated by Dr Y.P.Bhatia in his reply that on the way back to the ward after the completion of the CT Scan the patient collapsed and was shifted to ICU where resuscitative measures were given  to  the  patient  and  temporary  pace  maker  was put by the Cardiologist.  However, in spite of resuscitative measures the patient could not be revived 
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and died.   It is observed from the medical records of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute and Research Centre that due consent was taken.  Post mortem was advised by the hospital to the relatives of the deceased which was declined and the same is available on record.  The Delhi Medical Council is of the opinion that the patient was a case of Testicular tumor who was operated and Orchidectomy was done.  After the follow up of CT Scan, the patient had a cardio respiratory episode, which was managed by the doctors in accordance with the accepted professional practices.  No negligence can be attributed on the part of the doctors of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute and Research Centre.
