Sub: News paper report published in Times of India dated 31-07-04 titled “case against doctor for death due to negligence”

The Delhi Medical Council examined the comments of Dr Gouri Devi, case papers of Gouri Nursing Home, the postmortem report & the report of Medical Board constituted by the Department of Health & Family Welfare, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, as supplied by the Directorate of Health Services. Briefly stated the facts of the case are that late Seema Sinha(referred hereinafter as the patient)  4th Gravida with one normal delivery ,two abortions, was admitted in Gouri Nursing Home for Induction of labour on 27-07-04, as she had developed pendulous abdomen and pedal oedema. The patient’s Expected Date of Delivery was 4th August 2004. The patient delivered a live female baby, through normal delivery. The placenta also expelled spontaneously. Superficial perineal tear was noted, the same was stitched.

The patient developed Atonic PPH( Post Partum Hemorrhage) for which Inj. Prostodin & Tab. Misopristol were administered. Subsequently the patient had excessive bleeding, a diagnosis of Massive Atonic PPH was made.  Since the patient did not respond to conservative methods an Emergency Hysterectomy was carried out. Thereafter the general condition of the patient started deteriorating and on the request of the patient’s family she was shifted to Apollo Hospital on 28-07-04. She expired on 28-07-04 itself.
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The patient died as a result of severe hemorrhagic shock due to atonic PPH, which is a known complication. Line of treatment adopted by the treating doctors in the management of this case was in accordance with the accepted professional practice. Prima facie no case of medical negligence is made out against the doctors of Gouri Nursing Home in the management of this case.
