Sub: Complaint of Shri Rajesh Shelly against Dr Veena Aggarwal of Veena Nursing Home

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Rajesh Shelly r/o UU 107 C Pitampura, New Delhi, alleging that Dr Veena Aggarwal swapped a new born baby. It is the case of the complainant that his wife delivered a male baby on 21-05-04 at Veena Nursing Home but the same was swapped with a female baby. The complainant based his claim on an acknowledgement slip which was issued by the Nursing Home (on production of which the birth registration certificate was to be collected from the MCD office) wherein it was mentioned that a male baby was born to his wife. In her reply Dr Veena Aggarwal clarified that printing of male baby on the acknowledgement slip was a typographical error & the same was later rectified. As per her assertions and the case records of Veena Nursing Home, on 21st May, 2004, only one delivery took place, that of complainant’s wife and a female baby was delivered. In view of the above it is the decision of the Council that the explanation forwarded by Dr. Veena Aggarwal regarding birth of female baby to the complainant is substantiated by the Nursing Home records and found to be satisfactory.  Complaint stands dismissed.
