Subject : Complaint of Shri Rajinder Singh against Dr. J.C. Mohan of G.B. Pant Hospital

The Delhi Medical Council examined the complaint of Shri Rajinder Singh s/o Shri Chander Singh, comments of Dr. J.C. Mohan of G.B. Pant Hospital, forwarded by Medical Council of India.  It is observed that the scope of enquiry in this matter should only be limited to the issue of violation of medical ethics (as the other issues are administrative in nature), by Dr. J.C. Mohan, in refusing to discharge a (paid) patient because the patient refused to make the payment for the stents implanted in him during the angioplasty procedure performed by Dr J.C. Mohan. The Council is of the view that Dr. J.C. Mohan acting in the interest of the Hospital was within his right to refuse the discharge till the payment for the stent as agreed upon by the patient, was made, as the failure to do so would have unnecessarily burdened the already strained Govt. Hospitals resources. The Council opines that Dr. J.C. Mohan did not violate any medical ethics in discharge of his duties.
