O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. Mohit Jain, r/o- 5, Sukh Vihar (1st Floor,) Delhi-110051, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Max Super Specialty Hospital, 108 A, Indraprastha Extension, Patparganj, Delhi-110092, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Max Super Specialty Hospital.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 06th December, 2016 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Mohit Jain, r/o- 5, Sukh Vihar (1st Floor), Delhi-110051(referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Max Super Specialty Hospital, 108 A, Indraprastha Extension, Patparganj, Delhi-110092, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Max Super Specialty Hospital(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. (Maj.) Indranil Mukhopadhyay, Medical Superintendent of Max Super Specialty Hospital, copy of medical records of Max Super Specialty Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee observes that the Thrombotic Thrombocytopenic Purpura (TTP) is a rare disorder (with an annual incidence of 0.000006% as per BJH Guideline on diagnosis and management of thrombotic thrombocytopenic purpura and other thrombotic microangiopathies Brit J of Hematology 2012, as submitted by the complainant) of unknown etiology. It has a number of disease associations reported on a case to case basis individually, one of these disease associations is any viral fever. At the same time, ITP or immune thrombocytopenic purpura is a much more common disorder with an annual incidence of 9-10/1,00,000 or 0.001% (as per Prevalence of Immune Thrombocytopenia : analyzes of administrative data J.

Thromb Haemost: 2006 Nov: 4(11) 2377-83). The most common precipitating/ associated problem with ITP is ‘ any viral fever’. At times, only simple ‘viral fevers’ can result in longer than normal ‘thrombocytopenia’. Although such cases do recover spontaneously, they initially raise the suspicious of the patient suffering from ITP.
Going through the detailed records including the 2012. BJH guidelines on the diagnosis and management of TTP, it is felt that even today such a diagnosis should be considered only after exculsion of common causes, such as ITP and DIC (disseminated intra-vascular coagulation). Development of neurological symptoms (a seizure in this case) may actually alert the treating physician to think of TTP. It is very difficult to consider a rare diagnosis at the onset of the disease. The diagnosis in this case seems to have been arrived in a reasonable period of time and managed.
In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Max Super Specialty Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant .

Complaint stands disposed.“
