O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. Jai Narain, r/o- House No.E-397, 20 Foota Road, West Karawal Nagar, Delhi, forwarded by the Dy. Commissioner of Police, Central District, Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Sarad Mishra, Provelus Hair Transplant Clinic, Office No.1001, 10th Floor, Padma Tower-1, Rajendra Place, Pusa Road, New  Delhi -110008, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Shri Devesh Singh at Provelus Hair Transplant Clinic.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 08th September, 2016 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Jai Narain, r/o- House No.E-397, 20 Foota Road, West Karawal Nagar, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Dy. Commissioner of Police, Central District, Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Sarad Mishra, Provelus Hair Transplant Clinic, Office No.1001, 10th Floor, Padma Tower-1, Rajendra Place, Pusa Road, New  Delhi -110008(referred hereinafter as the said Clinic) in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Shri Devesh Singh at Provelus Hair Transplant Clinic.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint and documents submitted therewith, representation from the office of DCP Central District, statement of Dr. Sharad Mishra made to the Police, copy of medical records of RML Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee notes that the patient Shri. Devesh Singh 26 years old male, resident of Delhi, underwent Hair Transplant on 06th January, 2016 and was given T. Combiflam for pain. Next morning again

he developed pain at the Hair transplant site, went to the said clinic where he was given combiflam/Anesthetic medication. Pain was not relieved, hence, he reported to RML Hospital at around 4:00 pm on 07th January, 2016. He was administered inj. Tramadol/ inj. Perinorm at around 4:30pm,  again 1 dose of  inj. Tramadol at 06:30pm and took T. Ketorolac 30mg/inj Pantocid/T. Augmentin 625mg. He subsequently had initial swelling of the eye lid, around 6:30pm. Inj. Hydrocartimine was given 100mg.   The complainant, thereafter went home. He  developed  

swelling of  the eyelids/face, difficulty in speaking, hence was again taken to RML Hospital where he was intubated at around 11:30pm on 8th January, 2016. Keeping the provisional diagnosis of Angioedema secondary to Ketorolac, he was kept on isonotropic support and antihistaminics and steroids. He self extubated on 15th January, 2016, but he again had to be intubated on 18th January, 2016 because of respiratory distress. He was kept on ventilatory support and was gradually weaned off the ventilator and extubated on 20th January, 2016 at around 3:30pm with stable vitals. The complaint of Angioedema and respiratory subsided after extubation but hoarseness of voice, facial swelling still persisted. Antihitaminics were continued with full dose. Facial swelling reduced with the course. Patient was hemodynomically stable during the course and at the time of discharge, facial swelling subsided partially. Patient improved symptomatically and was discharged on 08th February, 2016.
In view of the facts stated hereinabove, it is apparent that the patient suffered a severe anaphylactic shock subsequent to the drug(s) given at RML Hospital. Drugs like Augmentin and Ketorolac are known to cause anaphylactic reaction. The patient, however ,  was managed adequately as per standard protocol. The anaphylactic reaction in this case cannot be attributed to the drugs viz:  contramal, Xylocaine, Alprax prescribed on the Provelus prescription dated 07th January, 2016.
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It is,therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Sarad Mishra of Provelus Hair Transplant Clinic, in the treatment administered by him to Shri. Devesh Singh.

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 08th September, 2016 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 17th October, 201 .
