O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Smt. Aarti Rani, w/o Shi Girdhari Lal, r/o-0-170, Geeta Enclave, Vari Vihar, Uttam Nagar, New Delhi-110059 alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Deen Dayal Upadhyay Hospital, Hari Nagar, Ghanta Ghar, Clock Tower, New Delhi-110064, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Lakshay Kumar at Deen Dayal Upadhyay Hospital. 
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 08th June, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Smt. Aarti Rani, w/o Shi Girdhari Lal, r/o-0-170, Geeta Enclave, Vari Vihar, Uttam Nagar, New Delhi-110059(referred hereinafter as the complainant) alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Deen Dayal Upadhyay Hospital, Hari Nagar, Ghanta Ghar, Clock Tower, New Delhi-110064 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Lakshay Kumar (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Deen Dayal Upadhyay Hospital.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. A.K. Mehta, Medical Director, Deen Dayal Upadhyay Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. M.S. Bisht, Head of the Department of ENT, Deen Dayal Upadhyay Hospital, copy of medical records of Deen Dayal Upadhyay Hospital.
The Executive Committee observes that the patient an eight years old male, had presented to the said Hospital with a palpable gland which was bimanually palpable. A diagnosis of chronic sialadenitis was made which is consistant with the presentation. The patient initially was treated conservatively as per protocol, but since it was not effective the patient was advised submandibular gland excision consistent with line of management. The surgical procedure (done on 05th February, 2016) detailed in the notes of the said Hospital and the post operative care was as per standard procedure. The histopathology report of the excised specimen of Submandibular gland reported a diagnosis of Chronic Sialadenitis, which was consistence with the preoperative diagnosis.  We are of the view that failure of desired outcome of surgical procedure does not constitute medical negligence, if the procedure was done as per protocol, as was done in this case. The patient’s present predicament, though unfortunate, is due to his disease.
In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that Master Lakshay Kumar was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases and primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Deen Dayal Upadhyay Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son Lakshay Kumar.

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 08th June, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 09th July, 2018.
